I. The Mexican Revolution

A. By 1910, the dictator Porfirio Diaz had ruled Mexico for almost 35 years, winning reelection as president again and again.

B. In southern Mexico, Emiliano Zapata led a peasant revolt.

C. Fighting flared across Mexico or a decade, killing as many as a million Mexicans.

II. Reforms

A. In 1917, Venustiano Carranza, a conservative, was elected president of Mexico.

B. The Constitution of 1917, addressed three major parts: land, religion, and labor.

C. In 1929, government leaders organized what later became known as the Institutional Mexican politics ever since.

III. Rising Tide of Nationalism

A. Mexico’s move to reclaim its oil fields from foreign investors reflected a growing spirit of nationalism in Latin America.

B. During the 1920s and 1930s, world events affecter Latin American economies.

C. In Mexico, cultural nationalism was reflected in the revival of mural paintings, a major art form of the Aztecs.

IV. The “Good Neighbor” Policy

A. During and after World War I, investments by the United States in the nations of Latin America soared, especially as British influence declined.

B. During the Mexican Revolution, the United States supported leaders who it thought would protect American interests.

C. Under the Good Neighbor Policy, the United States withdrew troops it had stationed in Haiti and Nicaragua.
V. Movements for Change in Africa

A. Africans were forced to work in European-run plantations or in mines to earn money to play taxes.
B. In West Africa, women had traditionally controlled the market places and the farmland.

C. Between 1910 and 1940, whites strengthened their grip on South Africa.

VI. Growing Self-Confidence

A. During the 1920s, a movement known as Pan-Africanism began to nourish the nationalist spirit.

B. During World War I, Egyptians had been forced to provide food and workers to help Britain.

C. In 1922, the British finally agreed to declare Egypt independent.

VII. Modernization in Turkey and Iran

A. Nationalism brought immense changes to the Middle East in the aftermath of World War I.

B. In a move that swept away centuries-old traditions, Atatürk replaced Islamic law with a new law code based on European models.

C. As Iran modernized, it won better terms from the British company that controlled its oil industry.

VIII. Arab Nationalism and European Mandates

A. Arab nationalism blossomed after World War I and gave rise to Pan-Arabism 

B. This nationalist movement built on the shared heritage of Arabs who lived in lands from the Arabian Peninsula through North Africa.
C. In the 1930s, anti-Semitism in Germany and Eastern Europe forced many Jews to seek safety in Palestine.

IX. Moves Toward Independence

A. During World War I, more than a million Indians had served overseas, suffering heavy casualties.

B. To quiet nationalist demands, the British promised India greater self-government after the war.

C. However, when the fighting ended, Britain proposed only a few minor reforms.

X. Mohandas Gandhi

A. While leaders like Ataturk adopted western solutions to national problems, Gandhi embraced Hindu traditions.

B. Above all, he preached the ancient doctrine of ahisma, or nonviolence and reverence for all life.

C. Abandoning western-style clothing, Gandhi dressed in the dhoti, the simple white garment traditionally worn by village Indians. 

XI. The Salt March

A. To mobilize mass support, Gandhi offered a daring challenge to Britain in 1930.

B. To Gandhi, the government salt monopoly was an evil burden on the poor and a symbol of British oppression.

C. Gandhi’s campaign of nonviolence and the self-sacrifice of his followers forced Britain to agree to hand over some power to Indians and to meet other demands of the Congress party.
XII. Looking Ahead

A. As India came closer to independence, Muslim fears of the Hindu majority increased.
B. During the 1930s, the Muslim League gained an able leader in Muhammad Ali Jinnah.

C. India was moving toward independence when a new world was exploded in 1939.

XIII. The Chinese Republic

A. In 1912, Sun Yixian stepped down as president in favor of a more powerful general, Yuan Shikai.

B. During this period of upheaval, foreign powers increased their influence over Chinese affairs.

C. The Russian Revolution seemed to offer a model of how a strong, well-organized party could transform a nation.

XIV. Leaders for a New China

A. In 1921, Sun Yixian and his Guomindang, or Nationalist, party established a government in south China.

B. In 1926, Jiang Jeishi began a match into northern China, crushing local warlords as he advanced and captured Beijing.

C. In 1934, in an epic retreat known as the Ling March, Mao Zedong and about 100,000 of his followers fled the Guomindang.

XV. Japanese Invasion

A. While Jiang was pursuing the Communists across China, the country faced another danger.

B. In 1931, Japan invaded Manchuria in northeastern China, adding it to the growing Japanese empire.
C. From 1937 to 1941, the Guomindang, the Communists, and the Japanese were locked in a three-sided struggle.

XVI. Liberal Changes of the 1920s

A. In the 1920s, Japan moved toward greater democracy.

B. By the 1920s, the powerful business leaders know as the zaibatsu strongly influenced politics through donations to political parties.

C. During the 1920s, tensions between the government and the military simmered not far below the surface.

XVII. The Nationalist Reaction

A. In 1929, the Great Depression rippled across the Pacific, striking Japan with devastating force.

B. Trade, Japan’s economic lifeline, suffered as foreign buyers could no longer afford Japanese skills and other exports.

C. In 1931, a group of Japanese army officers provoked an incident that would provide an excuse to seize Manchuria.

XVIII. Militarists in Power

A. By the early 19330s, ultranationalists were winning popular support for foreign conquests and a tough stand against the western powers.

B. Military leaders plotted to overthrow the government and, in 1936, briefly occupied the center of Tokyo.

C. During the 1930s, Japan took advantage of China’s civil war to increase its influence there.
