1a. Phony War – During that first winter, the French hunkered down behind the Maginot Line

1b. Dunkirk – A beach where the British sent boats to pluck off troops.

1c. Winston Churchill – The wartime leader, who took over Neville Chamberlain as prime minister of Britain.

1d. Battle of Britain – Began on August 12, 1940, where the first wave of German bombers appeared over England’s southern coast.

1e. Operation Barbarossa – In June 1941, Hitler embarked on Operation Barbarossa – the conquest of the Soviet Union.

1f. Lend-Lease Act – In allowed FDR to sell or lend war materials to “any country whose defense the President deems vital to the defense of the United States.”

1g. Atlantic Charter – Set goals for the war – “the final destruction of the Nazi tyranny” – and for the postwar world.
1h. Pearl Harbor – On December 7, 1941, Japanese airplanes bombed the naval base at Pearl Harbor, and destroyed 19 ships, and killed more than 2400 people.

2. Blitzkrieg – Blitzkrieg means Lightning War

3. Air power took a massive role in the war. Perfected methods of bombing. Fast moving armored tanks and troops. Submarines for naval battles. Radar to detect airplanes and sonar to detect submarines. Medical advance also took place. 

4. It split up the Axis countries’ empires into more countries.

5a. Japan was trying to conquer China, and when war broke out in 1939, the Japanese saw a chance to grab European possessions in Southeast Asia, including oil, rubber and tin.

5b. General Tojo Hideki wanted to seize lands in Asia and the Pacific, and the united States were interfering with their plans.
