Russia in the 1800s was still in the “dark ages” compared to the rest of the world, who has already industrialized and modernized. Russia also did not have a strong military; the rest of the world had machine guns, while Russia was still using old war techniques. Russia was backward land dominated by landowning nobles, priests and autocratic czar. Much of its majority peasant population endured in stark poverty. A small middle class and an urban working class were emerging as Russia began to industrialize.

One of the reasons the Russian Revolution happened was the shortage of food for the people, which lead to workers going on strike. Another reason is the shortage of fuel in the homes of the population.
