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10.2 Students compare and contrast the Glorious Revolution of England, the American Revolution, and the French Revolution and their enduring effects worldwide on the political expectations for self-government and individual liberty. 
The term Glorious Revolution refers to the overthrow of James II in 1688. James was constantly struggling with the political battles between Catholicism and Protestantism on one hand, and the divine right of the Crown on the other. The Revolution was the most important event in the long evolution of powers possessed by the Parliament and by the Crown of England. Since the Revolution, England has been governed under a system of constitutional monarchy, which has been uninterrupted. The American Revolution also contributed to self-government and individual liberty. John Locke contributed to this by proposing the idea of social contract, and it gained a wide acceptance in thought. The French Revolution also helped the way government was shaped. During the French Revolution, democracy and republicanism replaced the absolute monarchy. 
1. Compare the major ideas of philosophers and their effects on the democratic revolutions in England, the United States, France, and Latin America (e.g., John Locke, Charles-Louis Montesquieu, Jean-Jacques Rousseau, Simón Bolívar, Thomas Jefferson, James Madison). 
John Locke proposed that humans have a natural right to life, liberty and property. He also proposed the idea of social contract. Montesquieu is credited to have separated administrative powers into the Legislative, Executive, and Judiciary. This idea is used today in our Government. Thomas Jefferson believed that a federal government should have limited power, that man should work for the better of the common man, and that Americans should focus more on agriculture than industry. 
2. List the principles of the Magna Carta, the English Bill of Rights (1689), the American Declaration of Independence (1776), the French Declaration of the Rights of Man and the Citizen (1789), and the U.S. Bill of Rights (1791). 

The Magna Carta was a document which King John of England signed, in which he promised to his subjects that he would govern England and deal with his vassals according to the customs of the feudal law. The English Bill of Rights was a precursor to the American Bill of Rights, which set out strict limits to the Royal Family’s legal rights. More importantly, it limited the right to raise money through taxation to the Parliament. The American Declaration of Independence is the nation’s most cherished symbol of liberty. The political philosophy of the Declaration has ideals of individual liberty. 

3. Understand the unique character of the American Revolution, its spread to other parts of the world, and its continuing significance to other nations. 
The American Revolution was a series of events that resulted in the separation of the thirteen colonies from Britain. The American Constitution was the most liberal of its time and it caused many nations to follow it and create their own in the same idea. The American Revolution affected the rest of the world. The thinkers of the Enlightenment wrote that common people had the right to overthrow unjust governments. It also encouraged other countries to fight for their rights, and it showed them that it was possible for them to win.
