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10.1 Students relate the moral and ethical principles in ancient Greek and Roman philosophy, in Judaism, and in Christianity to the development of Western political thought. 

The ancient Greek civilization was a huge contribution to modern Western civilization. They Greeks had the first democracy, in which all citizens were allowed to vote on political issues. They had an indirect democracy, which meant that every person who voted were in the same room as they were voting. The Romans also had a huge impact on the development of Western civilization. The Romans, too, had a democracy, but it was unlike that of the Greeks. Their type of democracy was direct, which meant that the people elected an official to represent them in politics. This is the type of government we have in the United States.  
1. Analyze the similarities and differences in Judeo-Christian and Greco-Roman views of law, reason and faith, and duties of the individual. 
In Christianity, the people valued others. Jesus, the founder of Christianity, said, “Love your enemy as yourself. If anyone hits you in the cheek, let him hit the other one too.” Jesus preached forgiveness, and the loving of others. In Judaism, the people obeyed the Ten Commandments, which were a form of law that every person had to obey. The ancient Greeks had some of the greatest thinkers of reason of their time, such as Plato, Aristotle, and Socrates. These great thinkers created new ways of how people lived life and their political thoughts.
2. Trace the development of the Western political ideas of the rule of law and illegitimacy of tyranny, using selections from Plato's Republic and Aristotle's Politics. 
In Plato’s The Republic, he focused on his vision of an ideal state. He rejected Athenian democracy because it had condemned Socrates. Instead, he felt that the state should regulate every aspect of its citizens’ lives in order to provide for their best interests.  Plato Divided society into three classes: the workers who produced life’s necessities, the soldiers who defended the state, and the philosophers, who ruled the state. Aristotle, Plato’s best student, developed his own views about the best kind of government. Like Plato, however, Aristotle was suspicious aobut democracy, which he thought could lead to mob rule.
3. Consider the influence of the U.S. Constitution on political systems in the contemporary world. 
The Constitution plays a role in virtually every aspect of life in the United States. Its very existence gives rise to constitutionalism—the expectation that government will abide by the rule of law and that heated political issues will be fought at the ballot box and in the courts, not on the streets. Even though this expectation has not always been met—the most obvious exception being the Civil War—the United States is remarkable for its open political system that, over time, has dramatically expanded rights and freedom for increasing numbers of people.

2. List the principles of the Magna Carta, the English Bill of Rights (1689), the American Declaration of Independence (1776), the French Declaration of the Rights of Man and the Citizen (1789), and the U.S. Bill of Rights (1791). 

The Magna Carta was a document which King John of England signed, in which he promised to his subjects that he would govern England and deal with his vassals according to the customs of the feudal law. The English Bill of Rights was a precursor to the American Bill of Rights, which set out strict limits to the Royal Family’s legal rights. More importantly, it limited the right to raise money through taxation to the Parliament. The American Declaration of Independence is the nation’s most cherished symbol of liberty. The political philosophy of the Declaration has ideals of individual liberty.
