The Conversion Series

1 Peter 3:15-16

“But in your hearts set apart Christ as Lord. Always be prepared to give an answer to everyone who asks you to give the reason for the hope that you have.  But do this with gentleness and respect, keeping a clear conscience, so that those who speak maliciously against your good behavior in Christ may be ashamed of their slander.”



The purpose of this series to bring to life the good news of Jesus Christ, teaching the principles of being a disciple to outsiders and leading them out of darkness and into God’s wonderful light.  It is also intended to help simplify the church’s efforts to fulfill the Great Commission, presenting the plan of salvation in a straightforward and easy-to-understand manner.

The series is split up into seven main studies: The Timeline Study, The Word of God, Making Jesus Lord, The Sin Study, Baptism, The Church and Counting the Costs.  Each of the first six topics is intended to communicate a single, basic principle of the Christian faith:  how to make sense of a person’s spiritual background; how to use the Word of God properly; what does it mean to be a disciple; what does the Bible teach about salvation; and what do the Scriptures say about the church.

Review questions are given at the end of each study, highlighting the major themes of each topic.  These questions are designed to challenge the young disciple at each point to seek first the kingdom of God and obey Jesus Christ as Lord.  The final study, entitled Counting the Costs, is intended to help the young disciple review the commitment he has made during each step of the conversion process and prepare them for baptism.

Additionally, several other “optional” studies are presented, usable on a case-by-case basis depending upon the spiritual background and particular needs of the person being studied with.  They can also be handed out as “homework assignments” for the person being studied with to review on their own.  Included among the optional studies are the following additional topics:  Walking as Jesus Did, The Crucifixion Account, Fishing for Men, Baptism in Acts, The Holy Spirit, False Doctrines on Salvation, Once Saved / Always Saved, and Writings on Baptism. 
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
