Downloading files using download accelerator
Although downloading a file is not difficult, simultaneous download of multiple files or unstable connection could greatly affect your download efficiency. Therefore, Download Managers were made available on the Internet to solve these problems. GetRight, Go!Zilla, and FlashGet are three examples of Download Managers.

The FlashGet software has been downloaded and installed to the system. You can start FlashGet by choosing “flashget” icon in the “Start Menu”.

Procedures
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Download a file “strategic-development_e.pdf” using FlashGet from 
http://www.hku.hk/strategic-booklet/ to StudentShare (Z:/yourfolder/).
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Record the time used and the average speed.
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Split the file to different parts and record the changes.
