Wednesday, October 24, 2001 – 6:00 p.m.

Went to visit Jacquard. Was told by the Security Officer whom checked me in that he thought that Jacquard was on non-contact visits until the 25th but he “I may be talking out his butt though”. When we went into the visit Jacquard came in the doors behind the glass along with (2) security counselors. We thought that they were going to leave but they didn’t. They could not hear what I was saying but they could what Jacquard was. We both felt really uncomfortable. 

Friday, October 26, 2001 – 12:30 p.m.

Anita Schlank returned my telephone call regarding Target.com and visiting situation. She said that she would call me back. She left me vm message at 1:30 or so. She said that it was fine that I used Target.com and that Jacquard should give me a list considered contraband items. She said that she had a couple of people checking on the visiting situation and that she was leaving early so she would not be getting back to me today regarding that.

Sunday, October 28, 2001 – 12:30 p.m.

Went to visit Jacquard. Dropped off clothes, TV, VCR, Play station, games, shoes, etc. Dwight checked items in and assured me that Jacquard would receive the items the next day probably early afternoon. Allan checked me into the visiting room where I found Jacquard sitting there, he tried on the shoes that I bought him and found that they fit great. We were issued non-contact visits but this was a contact visit. We had a 2-hour visit. 

Monday, October 29, 2001 – 5:30 p.m.

Went to visit Jacquard. Dropped off some more clothes and boots. A man with long black hair, glasses, blue t-shirt, blue jeans checked me in. We had another contact visit for around 2-hours.

Tuesday, October 31, 2001 – 9:00 a.m.

Received telephone call from Anita Schlank and Joann Fairfield. Anita wanted to get back to me regarding the visit on Wednesday. She stated that it was because of what had happened when Jacquard was there before and they were just being extra cautious. I told her that I understood what had happened before, etc. She stated that Joann Fairfield was in her office and wondered if I would like to talk to her about the program. She said that she would put her on the phone. I set up an appointment to meet with Joanne on Saturday, November 3rd at 11:00 a.m.

Tuesday, October 31, 2001 – 12:15 p.m.

Placed a telephone call to Raymond Wood, he was out of the office all day so I left a message with my name and telephone number. The receptionist said she would have him call me back.

Saturday, November 3rd
Jacquard talked to staff regarding the meeting that I was supposed to have with Joanne. I was unable to make it so; one of the staff left her a message letting her know.

Monday, November 26th 

Placed a telephone call to Joanne Fairfield regarding Jacquard’s telephone program. 

Received return telephone call from Joanne Fairfield she thought that the telephone call was regarding a meeting that she wanted to have with me but it wasn’t. I told her that I preferred to meet with Jacquard in the meeting as well. She asked why and I explained that it was a team 

effort and that anything that was said to me could be said in front of him. She said that she understood. I said that I was going to be attending his end of tri-mester review on the 28th and that we could meet then. I was told that the meeting was on the 17th but that was the day that Jacquard needed to notify staff that there would be other people attending. Joanne became upset 

and stated “Jacquard has a way of turning information around, etc.”. I told her that this wasn’t the reason of my telephone call. It was with regard to the telephone program. She said that she would look into it and get back to me either on Tuesday or Thursday.

Wednesday, November 28th
Anita Schlank returned my telephone call, which was made on November 21st, but I wasn’t available. I tried to return her telephone call but did not get an answer. Left vm message.

Friday, November 30th
Anita Schlank returned my telephone call from the week prior. I expressed my concerns with the “bullet situation”. I told her that I would like to see some type of paperwork stating the incident, etc. She told me that on the trimester review she would make sure that I would see some paperwork. 

Friday, November 30th
I spoke with Barry Anderson regarding Jacquard’s paycheck and why he wasn’t going to be receiving it that week. (Due to filling out timecard incorrectly.) Barry said that he would look into it and someone would get back to Jacquard. I also inquired about the documents that we were looking for regarding the bullet situation. I explained that I was trying to get this paperwork for our Sunday visit. I explained that I knew that it was becoming close to the end of the business week and that it probably wouldn’t be able to be handled in that timeframe but he said that he would look into it. I also explained that Jacquard had put the request in some time ago and had no response. Barry stated that he would go look through the requests. Later that evening I spoke with Jacquard and Debbie James spoke with him regarding the paperwork we were requesting. She stated to him that he would have it on Monday and she also mentioned to him that I should find one central person to direct all questions through because it could create problems.

Monday, December 10th
Left vm message for Debbie James regarding the bullet information. I explained to her that it was frustrating and that Jacquard had put his request in several weeks ago. I mentioned that I could not believe how long it was taking to receive these documents and that the business that I work in it does not take nearly that much time and we have so many archive files. I spoke with Jacquard and he stated that he had a letter from Debbie James stating that he was forwarding incorrect information to me.

Tuesday, December 11th
Spoke with Tom, the Behavioral Analyst at the St. Peter site regarding Jacquard’s telephone program. I inquired with the specifics of the phone program, etc. He said that he would have to check with Moose Lake regarding Jacquard’s release of information signature and would look into it and get back to me. (Never received a return telephone call.)

Wednesday, December 12th
Placed a telephone call to the Moose Lake Police Department regarding any reports that would have been made regarding the bullet incident in November of 1999. I spoke with Dale Heaton the Chief of Police and he checked through their files and did not find anything. (218) 485-8404

Sunday, December 16th
Jacquard telephoned me at 7:00 a.m. that day and was upset that he allegedly had gone over the 90-minute limit placed on him. He was told that he was on the phone on Saturday for 2 ½ hours 

with one time increment from 11:55 p.m. – 12:55 p.m. I am the only person that Jacquard talks to for the most part. He did call me at 11:50 p.m. that evening but due to my parents just getting home from their vacation I could not speak to him because I was visiting with them. So, we talked for a few minutes. Jacquard did not make any phone calls after that time. He went up to the office around 12:55 p.m. before he went to bed that night to inquire about a 
”kite” that he had written and wondered if a response was in his box. He thought that may explain why they thought he was on the phone until 12:55 p.m. 

I placed a telephone call to the AGS on duty that morning that happened to be Jim Lind. I spoke to him and explained the phone logging discrepancy. He said that he would look into it.

Jacquard checked with the evening staff when they arrived last night and cleared up the logging discrepancies. So, there were no infractions on his telephone program.

Left vm message with Joanne Fairfield requesting for the treatment team’s credentials when I attend Jacquard’s trimester review session on the 27th. I told her if this was not possible to please get back to me. 

Monday, December 17th
Jacquard informed me that he had a conversation with Darlene Munter regarding the telephone program. They did not agree on several issues regarding the phone program and was told that she would not speak with him until 4:30 p.m. regarding the program.

Tuesday, December 18th
Placed a telephone call to Darlene Munter regarding Jacquard’s telephone program. She stated that he was moving into Phase 2 of the program which is a 30-day monitoring period, he needed to be specific about any legal calls that he was going to be making and needed to use the phone in front of the office. She said that we could talk more about this at his end of trimester review. I also expressed that I understood that Jacquard needed to write “kites” in order to speak with her regarding the program. 

1:37 p.m. – I placed a telephone call to Darlene Munter regarding Jacquard’s telephone program. I wanted to explain that I placed the telephone call in the morning to find out information and it was not Jacquard putting me up to it. It was strictly my curiosity and wanting to know what was going on. Jacquard knew that I was calling up there but he in no way put me up to making that telephone call. She said that I called to check on why they did not meet with him yesterday. I said no that is not what I said. I said that I was calling to find out the answer because no one had contacted him yet today and I was concerned. I said that I find it funny how this is supposed to be a non-punitive treatment center but he is on a telephone program and has been on it for over 3 months now and it has been started over several times for a 1, 2 or 3 minute overage. That seems punitive to me. She said that it is behavioral modification. She then said that she couldn’t take anymore incoming telephone calls regarding this telephone program. I then asked if she would be attending the trimester review and she replied yes. 

Sunday, December 23rd
Ashley and I went to visit Jacquard. Earlier that day Jacquard inquired from his PRP about gifts and whether or not they could be wrapped in the visiting room. Joe, Jacquard’s PRP called Richard O’Connor and found out that it would be fine to bring in the items and that they could be wrapped but may have to be scanned with the metal detection wand. So, because I hadn’t 

wrapped Jacquard’s gifts he would like me to because he wanted to open a present. He had previous authorization that we could bring Ashley’s gifts into the visiting room. 

Ashley and I arrived around 5:15 or so we could wrap the presents and bring them into the 

visiting room and that we would have enough time. We sat on the floor and wrapped all of the gifts except one. When one of the security officers came out and asked if we were planning on bringing the items into the visiting room. I responded yes and he said that he needed to look at the items before they were brought into the visiting room. I told him that Jacquard spoke with his PRP and Richard O’Connor and they said that it would be fine. He said that he would look into it and get back to me. He went into the security bubble and made a telephone call to Richard O’Connor. While he was on the telephone I approached the woman in the security bubble and asked her why she didn’t tell us that we needed to go through that process. I was very angry. She replied, “Well there was no way that I could notify you everyone is on break, etc.” The security officer that was checking us in said that Richard O’Connor did not know anything about the gifts and that it was the first time he heard of it. So, we had to unwrap and rewrap the gifts one by one so the security officer could look through them. The security officer was decent and tried to help rewrap the items.

Friday, December 27th
Attended Jacquard’s trimester review meeting and attended another meeting after with Joanne Fairfield and Darlene Munter and Jacquard in the visiting area. We discussed the bullet situation but still didn’t receive any information that we needed. We decided that Joanne would be a “main contact” for me and that I would contact her to discuss when we could meet regarding the support groups and facility. 

Saturday, December 28th
Visited Jacquard from 1-3. Joanne Fairfield was outside of the facility meeting with another visitor and did not acknowledge me.

Thursday, January 4th
Received telephone call from Jacquard regarding a memo he received from the DOC-Lino Lakes. Stating that he owed restitution on a microwave. He stated that it was for a total of $150.00. He had already paid $50 when leaving the facility and also another _______. So he still owed _______. He was concerned that DOC had an agreement with MSOP and they would take his check. So, I contacted Joanne Fairfield. She said that she hadn’t heard of anything and that “Jacquard should be handling this.” 

Monday, January 7th

Received telephone call from Joanne Fairfield regarding the telephone call I had placed to her on Thursday, January 4th. She said that she had the information and to call her back. I tried to contact her but got her vm. I told her that Jacquard had handled the situation himself.

I went to visit Jacquard. I arrived at MSOP at 5:30 p.m. like usual because I like to get processed and receive a full 2-hour visit. I was escorted into the visiting area at approximately 6:05 and did not see Jacquard until 6:25 p.m. It took them along time to get him to the visiting area for some reason.

Jacquard and I were emotional about a talk we were having and both were crying. Liz Rios, the security officer monitoring our visit gave us the box of Kleenexes. Ardvis relieved her and looked through the Kleenex in my hand because he thought that I had something in it. I felt very 

insulted. First of all I went through the metal detector and was processed and did not have anything with me upon entering the visiting area. Jacquard wrote a grievance.

Saturday, January 12th
At 1:45 p.m. Jacquard’s mother and I went to visit him. Because there were so many visitors we had to wait for a while before we could see Jacquard. Around 2:15 p.m. we were told that we could go through the metal detector for processing. I got through fine except for my hairclip had to be removed. Jacquard’s mother however could not get through. She had a beaded sweater and under wire bra on. The security counselors asked if she had any other clothes that she could change into. Of course we did not. I suggested that Jacquard bring a shirt down for his mother to wear. They called the OD whom happened to be Jim Linde. He suggested a pat search but was informed that they could only do pat searches when it was a medical condition. (How could the OD not know the policy, hum??) So, they told us it had to be a non-contact visit. While we were standing there I suggested that Bev take her bra off and see if that was the problem. She did and got through the security system just fine. We ended up going into the visiting room and waiting for Jacquard to come in until 2:30 p.m.

At approximately 3:30 were asked if we wanted an extension and Jacquard replied yes. Within 10 minutes of that extension we were told that there were other visitors waiting and that we needed to conclude our visit. We did and left.

Sunday, January 13th
I called the facility and asked Eric about the visiting procedure and how many people could be in the visiting room at one time. He wanted to get the correct information so he looked it up. He said that there could be 4 patients with 4 visitors apiece. So that is 16 people total not including the security officers.

I placed a telephone call to the OD and inquired since our visit had been shortened the day before could we get that visiting time back and that I would like to come up and visit Jacquard. He said that he would look into it but did not know if he could get back to me or not.

Jacquard was called into the OP team room and was told that they could not have me visit because that 8-minute visit was considered 1-hour. He called me and told me what was going on. Jim Linde contacted me shortly after and told me the same information that he had told Jacquard that we would not be able to visit and explained that 4 patients could be in the room with 4 visitors a piece. He said that he appreciated my understanding, etc.

Around 2:30 p.m. Jacquard called me after returning from the craft room. We were talking and then he received a tap on the shoulder to meet in the OP team room. He had no idea what was going on. He called me after the OP team and told me what happened. He was accused of masturbating in the craft room by another patient. He met with Jim Linde, Mary, and another female counselor. He was not doing this he was doing ceramics. Even though this was an informational OP team it still goes into his medical chart. I asked Jacquard what could have stemmed this misinformation. He said that he did adjust himself and tie his shorts up. But did not and would not do anything like that.

I called Jim Linde and asked what was going on. He said that Jacquard was accused of masturbating in the craft room by another patient. I told him that I couldn’t believe this. I asked why Jacquard could not know who said this about him he has a right to know. In treatment they are taught to be assertive in a healthy manner. Why wouldn’t the gentlemen approach Jacquard instead of going to a staff member or why couldn’t the man be in the OP team too. I asked how he could do this to him and how he could work for an organization like that. He said that he did 

not have to talk to me anymore and that I could file a complaint. With who, I asked? He said that the Ombudsman or the DHS. He said that he would discuss this information with the Assistant Clinical Director.

I left a vm message with Joanne Fairfield stating that I wanted to discuss this matter with her today.

Monday, January 14th – 7:30 p.m.

Left vm message with Joanne Fairfield stating that I still wanted to speak to her about the matter on Sunday and other issues. (No return phone call.)

Tuesday, January 15th – 3:00 p.m.

Left vm message with Joanne Fairfield again. (No return phone call)

Emailed Peter Erlinder regarding Rule 18 and Data challenges.

Left vm message for Mike Woods. (No return phone call)

Wednesday, January 16th – 2:00 p.m.

Michael Woods returned my telephone call. We talked about the bullet incident, Jacquard’s requests, etc. 

Saturday, January 26th – 5:30 p.m.

I placed a telephone call to Jacquard. Mike Adams answered the telephone and informed me that Jacquard was in the shower. He said that he saw me in the visiting room and said that I looked really nice. I felt extremely uncomfortable. I asked if he minded letting Jacquard know that I would call him back.

Saturday, January 26th - 1:00 a.m.

Spoke with Barry Anderson and told him about what had happened during our visit and that I was bothered by it. Jacquard told me that he had gone to the staff regarding this and that Adams had denied the allegations.

Sunday, January 27th – 3:00 p.m.

I placed a telephone call to Bob Gallovich the OD regarding the incident on Saturday. He said that he realized what had happened and that he would pass on the information to Jim Linde. I expressed my concern with regard to Mike and Jacquard butting heads and that I was very upset about what happened. He said that he had OP teamed Mike and that he denied it so it was a “gray” area. He also told me that Jacquard had been OP teamed many times regarding his music.

Wednesday, January 30th
Called and spoke with Mike Adams mother.

Left Rick Harry a vm message regarding Mike Adams.

Thursday, January 31st
Rhonda Heskins left a vm message. Rhonda called back and we discussed the situation that happened with Mike Adams. She stated that she probably could not get back to me regarding the matter because it was patient confidentiality but Jacquard could let me know what was happening. I also questioned why I hadn’t received a copy of the End of Trimester review. She stated that she gave the information to the Unit Secretary a week and a half ago. She told me if I didn’t get it next week to leave her a vm message as she was going on medical leave. 

Friday, February 1st
Jim Lind told Jacquard that Mike Adams did not want to have a mediated session. They will be moving Mike a few doors down. 

Saturday, February 2nd
Went to visit Jacquard and arrived the facility at 5:30 p.m. because I had brought a bunch of items for Jacquard I wanted to ensure that I would get checked in by 6:00 p.m. When I arrived the facility I announced who I was coming to see and brought in the items and went into the restroom. I came out of the restroom and brought my drivers license to the man in the security bubble and he gave me a copy of the most recent visiting procedures. I asked for a form to fill out so I could start writing in the items that I brought. Around 6:00 p.m. I stood up to see what the hold up was and Chuck Dodge said that due to the new visiting procedures I would need to see the OD. I stated that I read the new procedure manual and I did not see anything on meeting with the OD before the visit. He stated that he did not know why and that he saw the OD making his way down the “street”. Richard O

Conner arrived around 6:05 p.m. He was very arrogant and pompous (trying to intimidate me). He stated that he was there to monitor any interactions that I had with staff. And asked if I had any visiting concerns. I stated that I didn’t and that I had addressed my concerns with Rick Harry. He said that he knew that I did. Chuck Dodge proceeded to go through the items that I brought. I asked if that was necessary to go through the items right then because it was already 5 minutes after 6:00 p.m. and that I drive 2-hours to visit Jacquard and that we hoped to get a 2-hour visit. He said that he understood that and if I wanted to waive my right to watching the items be searched I could do that. I said that I did not want to do that. Mr. Dodge continued to search through the belongings and I asked if we could go through the belongings after the visit as the time is ticking. Mr. O’Connor asked Mr. Dodge if this was possible (again why doesn’t the OD know the visiting procedures). They agreed to do this and to process me immediately. I arrived the visiting area at approximately 6:15 p.m. and Jacquard was waiting. My cheeks were flushed. 

I explained to Jacquard what had happened.

Sunday, February 3rd
I arrived the facility around 12:40 p.m. There was a mother and a small child waiting in the entranceway. I rang the central office to be let in. The woman stated that visiting hours are not until 1:00 p.m. I stated that I understood that and like every other time I went to the Facility went to go in. They would not unlock the doors. The mother that was waiting in the entrance way said that they wouldn’t let her in either. I rang the doorbell again and said that I would like to come in 

to use the restroom. They let me in. Then they started to let the other people in. What is the purpose of a waiting room and chairs if you cannot sit in them?

While being processed through the security checkpoint the mother that I referred to above could not get through the checkpoint due to an underwire bra. She was told that she could not go through the checkpoint again even by taking off her bra. Lori Parkels let us into the visiting room, her husband and her two children.

At approximately 9:30 p.m. Roger another patient notified Jacquard that Mike Adams had entered his room and turned Jacquard’s stereo up and then down. Jacquard went to notify staff of what had happened and they stated that they could not do anything because they didn’t actually see it. They could not OP team him but they would write it in his chart. Jacquard asked to have a mediated session but Mike declined. It was very disturbing because earlier in the week Jacquard had been OP teamed numerous times due to alleged behaviors by Mr. Adams and he was OP teamed.  

12:00 a.m. – Left vm message for Mr. Harry regarding Mike Adams.

Monday, February 4th
· Contacted Moose Lake Police Dept. and asked for Chief Dale Heaton. He is not in the office until 6:00 p.m. But the two gentlemen that were in the office did not recall any “bullet” events in November of 1999. But they would have him call me. (218) 485-8404

· Contacted the County Attorney’s office and they looked in their files for any information regarding a bullet incident. There was nothing. I spoke with Kathy (refused to give last name) at approximately 1:00 p.m. (218) 384-9166. She stated that she did not have any files on that incident but they did have information on the assault and that the process would have to go through the local police department in order for them to take action.

· Received vm message from Rhonda Heskins.

· Rhonda Heskins called and we talked about the Mike Adams situation. She stated that she could not give me any information on what will happen to Mike but action is being taken. She also stated that one of the men will probably be moved but not until the end of the trimester because it would disrupt someone else.

· Contacted Dale Heaton he stated that he would look for more information on the bullet incident. He could not find the report. Would get back to me.

Wednesday, February 6th – 11:45 a.m.

· Spoke with Eva at the County Attorneys office at (218) 384-9166 to double check with the information that I had received from Kathy on Monday. She stated that whenever a report has been sent in, it is stamped and entered in the computer. She stated that there were no other reports in the system except for the assault. She said that we could request a letter stating this information to:

· Contacted the City Attorney (218) 384-8046, Margreet. She stated that she did not recognize the name and did not start prosecuting City cases until January 2000 and they are misdemeanor cases. She said that the County Attorney would have handled that case.

Thursday, February 7th
Jacquard was put on Level A for 1 day because he wasn’t in his room on Wednesday evening by 12:00 a.m. it was 12:01 a.m. 

Placed telephone call to Richard O’Connor and he said that he needed to check to see if their was a sign of release. I told him that I wanted to know what a Level A Restriction was. I gave him my telephone number and told him that I would like to know as soon as possible when I could talk to him. 12:41 p.m.

12:44 p.m. Richard O’Conner returned my telephone call and explained the Level A restriction was for 24 hours. He can come out of his room for 10-minutes every hour on the hour. Can place telephone calls or receive telephone calls during this time.

Richard O’Connor also called back and stated that they just OP teamed Jacquard and he will be on another phone program.

Friday, February 8th
Michael Woods contacted me and wanted to know if I received a response from Joanne Fairfield regarding my letter to her. I stated no. He also asked me about the Mike Adams incident. I explained the bullet information that I have been investigating. He stated that he would like a copy of the letter that Anita Schlank sent to me. 

Sunday, February 10th
Contacted Jane and reiterated the importance of accurate time keeping on Jacquards phone log sheet. She told me that if I had a problem with it I could contact the Officer of the Day. 

Monday, February 11th
Contacted Darlene Munter regarding accurate time keeping on the Staff’s part because a minute over could start Jacquard’s phone program over. She stated that it would be in Jacquard’s best interest to forgo the 1-minute prior to the phone conversation so he did not go over.

Left vm message for Warren Maess.

Tuesday, February 12th
Called Jacquard’s unit telephone around 10:00 a.m. The gentleman that answered the phone sounded really irritated and would not go and get Jacquard for me and hung up on me.

I then contacted the Omega unit and Joe ___ answered the telephone. I acknowledged who I was and he immediately interrupted me and said that he could not discuss anything with me. I was simply just trying to explain what had happened and I was concerned with Jacquard and how he was doing. He again rudely said that he couldn’t discuss anything with me and said, “have a good one.” During the conversation I mentioned that I had talked to the Central phone station and they transferred me back. He stated that wasn’t true. It wasn’t true to an extent in that I hadn’t contacted the Central phone station today but in the past they gave me the number and told me to call them directly. The one time, which was today that I contacted them they were rude to me.

I then contacted Bob Gallovich, the OD. I explained what had happened and he stated that staff members are not allowed to give out that type of information. I tried to explain that staff had given me that information on a prior date because one of the residents had told me that Jacquard was on a visit and I was confused to as who he would be meeting with. The staff told me that day. I also stated I couldn’t understand why Joe was so rude to me. 

I called Jacquard back and got him. He informed me that he was sick and had gone to the nurse. I explained what I had just gone through and he was very upset. He immediately went to confront Joe. Joe said that I was lying. Jacquard knew that I wasn’t and I explained what had happened.

Wednesday, February 13th
Left vm for Michael Woods because Jacquard still has not received the copies that have been paid for.

Thursday, February 14th
Went to visit Jacquard for Valentines Day. Joanne Fairfield was talking outside of the lobby to another patient’s girlfriend setting up a time to meet again. When Joanne was walking by me, I stopped her and said “Good evening Joanne”. She asked if I was visiting, etc? She said that I was a hard person to get a hold of. She then asked if I would like to set up a time to meet with her. I told her that according to the letter that I sent her on 1/23/02 I did not feel comfortable doing that because of the comment that she made. She said that she did not receive my letter. I said that I had it with me and I showed her what I was talking about. She then explained what she meant by the comment. She said that she meant that she was not at liberty to expose any information to Jacquard that I would mention to her but I could. She then asked if I would like to set up a time. I told her that I would need to talk to Jacquard.

Brought gifts in boxes with the boxes wrapped. Leah went through the boxes but did not unwrap the outside (interesting?), didn’t even take a wand to them. Jacquard had put in a request to bring paperwork in the visiting room as the new policy stated we should do. But according to Leah and the Control staff there wasn’t a request. They put the paperwork in the conference room next to the visiting room until they found the request. Went into the visiting room and waited for Jacquard for over 15 minutes. Jacquard opened his gifts and when another visit was ended we moved over to the chairs by the door (where we always sit).

While we were sitting there as we always do. Jacquard was prompted by a staff member to put his leg down because he was blocking the view. There were (2) staff members sitting to the left, one in front of us and the “eye in the sky”. We both felt very bad about that comment because it was made out loud and drew attention to us. Out of habit and comfortability Jacquard put his leg back up and was prompted by the Security Guard that relieved the other young man to put his leg down. He did and again we became alarmed. We then switched chairs to relieve some of the pressure off of Jacquard.

When I was leaving I asked to speak to the OD, Barry Anderson. I told him that we had sat in the same exact spot over 20 times and no one has ever said anything about it. He said that he wasn’t there so he didn’t know what to say. 

Sunday, February 17th
Went to visit Jacquard at 1:30 p.m. Mary and Rick were on a non-contact visit. The staff monitoring the visit were sitting by the door at a respectable distance from Rick and there was only (1) staff member. When Jacquard and I had a non-contact visit the staff were sitting right next to him and two staff members were present.

Tuesday, February 18th
Left vm message for Michael Woods.

Wednesday, February 27th
Jacquard received letter from Dale Heaton with the Moose Lake Police Department. It stated that he did find a report.

I contacted Dale Heaton and he stated that there wasn’t enough evidence to prosecute. I stated that we would like a copy of the report. He stated that he needed to check with the City Attorney to find if he could release it and would get back to me. (Took my phone number).

Contacted Mike Woods about this information. He stated that unfortunately with the MSOP program it does not matter if he is prosecuted he is still guilty in there eyes. 

Friday, March 1st
Jacquard received letter from Marvin Katola. There was a wrong date, February 16th but it did say that they looked in all reports in December of 1999 and found nothing.

Saturday, March 2nd
Went to visit Jacquard and there were no longer comfortable chairs in the visiting room. There were now (4) tables with (3) chairs a piece. Very uncomfortable. Jacquard walked in and said what the heck.
