A.P. Literature Booktalks

The point of a booktalk is to get people excited about reading a particular book.  This means that you not only have to enjoy the book you are talking about, but it also means that you need to find creative ways for listeners to understand the plot, characters, and conventions of the book in a very short amount of time.  This booktalk process is a unique activity where listeners will hear about several books within the time of one block period and it will be your job to help get that information across about your book in 7-8 minutes.  You must focus on the following three areas within that time frame:

· Plot—Give an overview of the plot without giving away too much of the book.

· Literary Analysis—Give your own analysis of the book and cover the content of one other professional review/criticism.

· Thematic Qualities—What themes or motifs can you find in your books that are also in other books that you have read?  Be sure to give some specific examples.

In addition to these requirements, you must also include:

· A Summary Sheet—a sheet that highlights your main points of the qualities stated above. 

And at least two of the following:

· Johari Window

· Bio-poem

· Socio-gram

· Story Map

* Examples of these tools are attached.  You must provide enough copies for the entire class.  If you need copying done, you must get your materials to me at least one day in advance.
