Mayor Steffen informed the council Delores Sebetka has notified him that the May Newsletter will be the last one she will be publishing.  Anyone wanting to volunteer their time to help keep the newsletter going should contact the City Clerk at City Hall.  The Friends For Parks will include information about their golf outing in the newsletter.

 

The council discussed the request from John Skow to purchase a small piece of ground owned by the city located directly north of his property at 85 First Street Court.  The Clerk reported most of the right-of-way for Railroad Street is actually included in property in the Railroad Second Addition.  He will contact Skow to see if he would be willing to pay for the cost of a deed and surveying the property. 

 

Kevin Moser and Mr. & Mrs. Selvester Sebetka were present to request approval from the council to allow them to have gardens located west of their property again this year.  They will mow and maintain the area around the gardens for the city.  On motion by Carbaugh, second by Herman, council voted to allow the gardens. Aye: Herman, Lieb and Carbaugh.  Nay: Jacobsen.  Motion carried

 

The representative from A-1 did not attend the meeting.  The clerk was directed to send out a Request For Proposals to area contractors for new contracts to cover garbage collection and curbside recycling.  The new contract will take effect July 1, 2003.

 

Action on the position of Community Director was tabled until next meeting.  Motion was made by Carbaugh, second by Herman.  Ayes: Lieb, Jacobsen, Herman, and Carbaugh. Nays: none.   Motion carried.   

 

The clerk reported he is waiting for Letters of Application from Ron Vogt and Jeff Bessert to determine if they will voluntary annex their property into the city along with the Ralston property.  They are to let him know by April 25, 2003.

 

On motion by Herman, second by Carbaugh, council voted to approve the renewal of a Class C Liquor license for Benton’s.  Aye: Herman, Lieb, Carbaugh and Jacobsen.  Nay: none.  Motion carried.

 

On motion by Carbaugh, second by Lieb, council voted to accept a proposal from the IDOT

to include overlaying Park Ridge Road, from the end of Hwy # 279 to the south end of Main Avenue, with asphalt .  Estimated cost is $41,434.80.    Aye: Herman, Lieb, Carbaugh and Jacobsen.  Nay: none.  Motion carried.   The Clerk will contact L.  L. Pelling Company to get a cost on rocking the shoulders along the asphalt.

 

Mike Jennings presented a list of streets to be seal coated this summer.  The council will  review the list before the next meeting.

 

Council discussed hiring someone to mow this summer.  The wage was set at $7.00 per hour for approximately 5-10 hours per week.  The Clerk was directed to advertise for the position.  

 

On motion by Jacobsen, second by Lieb, council voted to set 7:30pm, May 19,2003, at City Hall as the time and place to accept bids for Lot One, Railroad Second Addition to be sold by the City and Benton Linn Fire District.  The Clerk will contact the City Attorney to prepare the Notice.

 

On motion by Lieb, second by Carbaugh, council voted to accept a proposal from Water Tower Paint and Repair to inspect and cleaning the City’s 150,000 gallon water tower for a cost of $1,250.00. Aye: Herman, Lieb, Carbaugh and Jacobsen.  Nay: none.  Motion carried.

 

There being no further business, on motion by Carbaugh, second by Lieb, council voted to adjourn. Aye: Herman, Carbaugh, Lieb, and Jacobsen.  Nay: none.   Motion carried.   Next regular meeting will be Monday, May 5, 2003 at 7:30 pm at City Hall.
