Jacobsen joined the meeting

 

Members from the Fremont Lucky Clovers 4-H Club were present to ask the council for suggestions for a service project the club could do for the City.  It was suggested they plant additional flowers around the business sign at the south end of Main Avenue.  

 

John Skow was present to express interest in a small piece of ground owned by the city located directly north of his property at 85 First Street Court.  The Clerk was directed to check the right-of-way width for Railroad Street and what size easement would be needed for the sewer main that runs along the east side of Skow’s property.

 

Dave Storlasa from Snyder and Associates presented a proposal for engineering services to design the water main extension from Second Avenue west to Cardinal Avenue.  The cost of the design is $7,750.00.  On motion by Carbaugh, second by Herman, council voted to accept the proposal. Aye: Herman, Lieb, Carbaugh and Jacobsen.  Nay: none.  Motion carried

 

The clerk reported a representative A-1 was unable to attend the meeting.  They will attend the April 21st meeting.

 

Connie Jacobsen reported Friends For Parks are sponsoring a Golf Outing at Tara Hills July 3rd as a fund raiser for the new park shelter on the soccer fields.  She asked the city to pay for a mailing to notify the community.  The cost would be about $85.00.  After much discussion it was decided to check when the next newsletter would be sent and if possible add the notice to the newsletter.  Council will consider the request for funding at the next meeting.

 

Council discussed a request from Gil Schanbacher to install a culvert in the ditch in front of his property at 113 Second Avenue.  Council felt the culvert under the driveway would have to be replaced with a larger culvert with a minimum of 15inch diameter and he would be limited to a maximum length of 40 feet.

 

The clerk reported the City Attorney will contact Ron Vogt and Jeff Bessert to determine if they will voluntary annex their property into the city along with the Ralston property.

 

On motion by Herman, second by Jacobsen, council voted to approve the renewal of a Class C Liquor license for Collin’s Corner Pub.  Aye: Herman, Lieb, Carbaugh and Jacobsen.  Nay: none.  Motion carried.

 

On motion by Carbaugh, second by Herman, council voted to allow angle parking along the north side of First Street from the alley west to Main Avenue. Aye: Herman, Lieb, Carbaugh and Jacobsen.  Nay: none.  Motion carried.

 

The clerk reported he is still waiting on a final price for overlaying Park Ridge Road from the IDOT.  He will have the information at the next meeting.

 

On motion by Lieb, second by Carbaugh, council voted to approve Resolution # 416 a resolution approving a Service Member Support Agenda which recommends the State approve various benefits for Iowans serving their country.  

 

Mike Jennings reported Lee Nelson was not interested in mowing this summer.  Council will discuss the position and wage at the next meeting.  

 

Mayor Steffen explained the position of Community Director.  Action to create the position was tabled until next meeting.

 

There being no further business, on motion by Carbaugh, second by Lieb, council voted to adjourn. Aye: Herman, Carbaugh, Lieb, and Jacobsen.  Nay: none.   Motion carried.   Next regular meeting will be Monday, April 21, 2003 at 7:30 pm at City Hall.
