Herman joined the meeting.

Two estimates were presented for the removal of two trees.   Council approved the low estimate from D & B Tree Service.

Council discussed what type of recycling program they would like to implement next year after the county discontinues supplying the trailers currently being used for recycling.   It was decided to look into a curbside recycling program similar to Vinton’s.

Council discussed extending the concrete sidewalk from A Avenue west to connect with the walking trail.  The clerk was directed to get two bids for the sidewalk before the next council meeting.

Clerk reported he had contacted the County Attorney about changing the lease for the Roundhouse Area so that it would automatically renew.   The County Attorney will present the change to the Conservation Board at their next meeting for discussion.

Candice Jarrett, representing the Atkins Community Club, was present to ask permission to purchase  bushes to replace the ones in the planter at the City Park.  Council voiced their approval.

Council member Jacobsen reported Cathy Becker was having problems with people reserving the park pavilion and then backing out just prior to the reserved date.  This prevents her from renting the building to other people who would like to rent it on the same date.  The council recommended the rent be collected at the time the building is reserved.  Anyone canceling their reservation must do so thirty days prior to the event to receive a full refund.  No refund will be issued if the reservation is cancelled less than thirty days prior to the event.  Multiple reservations will require a deposit for each date reserved.

There being no further business, on motion by Carbaugh, second by Jacobsen, Council voted to adjourn. Aye: Lieb, Carbaugh, Herman, and Jacobsen.  Nay:
