Council received an Application for Approval of Final Plat from Virgil and 
Mary Jane Krug presented by their Attorney, Bob Huffer, for Feather Ridge 
Second Addition containing 21 lots. The Clerk reported the Planning and 
Zoning Board met March 6th and recommended approval of the plat.  Ron 
Gaines, City Engineer recommended several changes to the Plan of 
Improvements.  Included were increasing the sewer main from 8" to 12" to 
provide adequate size for development south of Park Ridge Road and changing 
the type of material used for the storm sewer outlet.  The council agreed 
to pay the difference to increase the size of sewer main.  A Letter of 
Credit has been place on file to cover the cost of the improvements. 
 Gilson moved to adopt Resolution 415 a resolution approving and accepting 
the Final Plat of Feather Ridge Second Addition subject to final approval 
of the Plan of Improvements by the City Engineer.   Lieb second the motion. 
 Aye: Gilson, Lieb, Carbaugh and Jacobsen.  Nay: none.  Mayor Steffen 
declared the motion passed.
Mark Ralston and his Engineer Dick Ransom were present to file an 
application for annexation of approximately 78 acres located southeast of 
town.  After much discussion, on motion by Carbaugh, second by Jacobsen, 
council voted to proceed with the annexation process.  Aye: Carbaugh, 
Jacobsen, Gilson and Lieb.  Nay: none.  Motion carried.
Ron Gaines, City Engineer, reported the resurfacing of Park Ridge Road can 
be done under the IDOT's contract with L. L. Pelling.  The City will be 
responsible for reimbursing the state for the cost.  He reported he will 
have a proposal for extending an eight inch water main west from Second 
Avenue to Cardinal Avenue along the north side of Park Ridge Road at the 
next meeting. He also reported on several options to dry out the drainage 
ditch between A Avenue and First Avenue.  Council decided to have a 
drainage inlet pipe installed on the eight inch tile at the north end of 
the box culvert to divert the water underground during low flows.  The 
clerk was directed to contact Thompson Excavating to install the pipe.
The Clerk was directed to contact A-1 Disposal Service to attend the next 
meeting to discuss options for recycling.
Carbaugh moved second by Lieb to authorize $300 for the purchase of a 
refrigerator for keeping sewer samples.  Aye: Carbaugh, Gilson and Lieb. 
 Nay: Jacobsen.  Motion carried.
Council set the last three Mondays of April for spring cleanup.  City will 
pick up tree trimmings and yard waste only.
Council discussed a request from Gil Schanbacher to install a culvert in 
the ditch in front of his property at 113 Second Avenue.  Council will 
review the request for the next meeting.
There being no further business, on motion by Lieb, second by Carbaugh, 
council voted to adjourn. Aye: Gilson, Carbaugh, Lieb, and Jacobsen.  Nay: 
none.   Motion carried.   Next regular meeting will be Monday, April 7, 
2003 at 7:30 pm at City Hall.
