Carbaugh moved, second by Herman, to adjourn meeting to open public hearing.  Aye: Herman, Lieb, Carbaugh and Jacobsen.  Nay: none.  Motion carried.  Mayor Steffen opened Public Hearing to consider requests from Mark Ralston, Ron Vogt and Jeff Bessert for the voluntary annexation of property to the City of Atkins.  The Clerk reported no written comments were received concerning the annexation.  The Mayor asked for comments from the public in attendance.  None were given.  Mayor asked for motion to close the public hearing. Carbaugh moved, second by Lieb to close the hearing and reconvene the council meeting.  On motion by Carbaugh, second by Herman, council voted to approve Resolution # 417 a resolution approving the voluntary annexation of approximately eighty acres and incorporating the same within the corporate limits of the City of Atkins.    Ayes: Lieb, Jacobsen, Herman and Carbaugh. Nays: none.  Absent: Gilson.  Mayor Steffen declared the resolution approved.
 
Two bids were received for Lot One Railroad Second Addition to Atkins. On motion by Lieb, second by Carbaugh, council voted to accept the high bid from Dan & Marsha Novak of $13,150. Ayes: Lieb, Jacobsen, Herman and Carbaugh. Nays: none.  Absent: Gilson.  Motion carried.  City has joint ownership with the Benton-Linn Fire Board.  Bids will be sent to the Board for their review.
 
The Council received applications from three applicants for the summer part-time position.  After reviewing the applications, on motion by Lieb, second by Herman, council voted to offer the position to Rob Lange at a rate of $7.00 per hour. Ayes: Lieb, Jacobsen, Herman and Carbaugh. Nays: none.  Absent: Gilson.  Motion carried.  
 
A request was received from Atkins Lumber Company to install a parking area between their building and Railroad Street.  Discussion was held in the design.  On motion by Herman, second by Lieb, council voted to allow the parking area. Ayes: Lieb, Jacobsen, Herman and Carbaugh. Nays: none.  Absent: Gilson.  Motion carried.  
 
Council considered adding a sidewalk along the north side of Park Ridge Road from Second Ave to Third Avenue as part of the water main improvement project.  In the past the City has paid for sidewalks if it is required by the City and it is along the side yard of a property but not if it is along the front of a property.  On motion by Carbaugh, second by Lieb, council voted to table any action on the sidewalk until the June 2nd meeting. Ayes: Lieb, Jacobsen, Herman and Carbaugh. Nays: none.  Absent: Gilson.  Motion carried.
 
The Clerk reported the City has received a counter-proposal regarding the offer to establish an annexation agreement between the City of Atkins and the City of Cedar Rapids governing the property in Benton County between 68th Street and 73rd Street..  The counter-proposal received would only ban Cedar Rapids from annexing property in Benton County between 70th Street and 71st Street.  The Council felt this was not a reasonable offer and proposed the area protected should be, at a minimum, from 69th Street to 73rd Street in Benton County.  The Clerk was directed to have our City Attorney notify Dean Wheatly, Long-Range Planning Manager for Cedar Rapids of the councils feeling.
 
An application for a Special Class C (BW) Liquor license was received from Benton’s.  This would replace their Class C Liquor license, which the Council approved for renewal at a previous meeting.  On motion by Carbaugh, second by Lieb, council voted to approve the application.  Aye: Herman, Carbaugh, Lieb, and Jacobsen.  Nay: none.   Motion carried.
 
On motion by Carbaugh, second by Lieb, council voted to approve the renewal of a Class B Beer Permit for Break Pointe Store. Aye: Herman, Carbaugh, Lieb, and Jacobsen.  Nay: none.   Absent: Gilson.  Motion carried.
 
On motion by Carbaugh, second by Herman, council voted to approve the renewal of Cigarette Permits for Break Pointe Store, Collins Corner Pub and Benton’s. Ayes: Lieb, Jacobsen, Herman and Carbaugh. Nays: none.  Absent: Gilson.  Motion carried.  
 
David Stoklasa, Snyder & Associates, was present to report he should have the proposal for the water main improvements along Park Ridge Road completed for the June 2nd meeting.
Council discussed having Snyder & Associates do routine inspection of the improvements being done in the new developments in the city.  A Pre-Construction meeting was set for Wednesday May 21st with Kerry Culver, Krug’s Engineer; Steve Young, Krug’s contractor; Stoklasa and Mike Jennings, Director of Public Works, to discuss the improvements being done in Feather Ridge Second Addition. 
 
Discussion was held concerning a hole in the south ditch of Second Street between A Avenue and First Avenue.  City Works Department will try to determine if it is a broken drain tile and if so, where it drains.
