Public Hearing was held to consider the matter of the authorization of a 
Loan Agreement and the issuance of $61,000.00 General Obligation Capital 
Loan Notes, Series 2002, in order to provide funds to pay costs of 
acquiring and equipping a fire truck to be jointly owned by the City and 
the Benton-Linn Fire District, a General Corporate Purchase.  The Clerk 
reported that no written objections were filed.  No oral objections were 
made.   The Hearing was closed.  After due consideration Carbaugh moved the 
resolution instituting proceedings to take additional action for the 
authorization of a loan agreement and the issuance of $61,000.00 General 
Obligation Capital Loan Notes, Series 2002, be adopted.  Herman seconded 
the motion.  Ayes:

The Mayor declared the 
measure adopted.
Discussion was held regarding a sample "Fiscal Responsibility Ordinance". 
 Action on the ordinance was tabled until such time a Chamber of Commerce 
is established.
Council approved the certification of $154,587.36 of TIF Debt with the 
County Auditor for the 2003-2004 Fiscal Year.
The council discussed hiring Nick Yoss to clean some of the excess rock off 
the shoulders of the streets that were seal coated this year.  Jacobsen 
moved to spend up to $200.00 for the removal of the rock.  Second by 
Gilson.  Aye: Jacobsen, Lieb, Herman Gilson  Nay: Carbaugh.  Motion was 
approved.
Jacobsen reported she was part of a new organization, Friends For Parks, 
that would like to raise money for park improvements.  They would like to 
fund a park shelter to be located by the soccer fields. The council voiced 
their approval   The council discussed extending Main Avenue south of Park 
Ridge Road to provide access to the soccer fields and additional parking. 
 The council will consider funding for the extension during the budget 
process in January.
Paul Thompson placed on file with the council the current offer he proposed 
to Mark Ralston concerning water and sewer service for the Pleasant Hill 
Addition.  No action was taken.
There being no further business, on motion by Gilson, second by Carbaugh, 
Council voted to adjourn. Aye: Gilson, Carbaugh, Lieb, Herman, and 
Jacobsen.  Nay: none.   Motion carried.   Next regular meeting will be 
Monday, December 2, 2002 at 7:30 pm at City Hall.
