Attendance and class participation:

All students will start out with 75 points.  Students will loss three (3) points from their grade if they are absent or do not dress out for class.  If the teacher excuses the absence the student is allowed to make up the missed day by making arrangements with the teacher.  However, if the absence is unexcused the student will not be allowed to earn the three points back.  

Skills Test:  

A pre and post skills test will be given to the class.  Participating in the pre test will be an automatic 10 points.  The post test will be scored accordingly.  There are four areas to be graded and the highest possible points for each section is 2.5.  Achieving = 2.5, Developing = 2, Not Yet Developed = 1.5.  This means that the minimum number of points is 5 and the maximum number of points is 10.  
Written exam:

A test will be given at the end of the unit that will consist of short answer questions.  Material on the test will be covered through out the unit.

Group work:

There will be two group projects through out the unit.  The teacher will be looking for the following situations that will result in the loss of points.  


Day Dreaming and not actively listening or participating.  


Not dressing out on day of group work.


Not present on day of group work.


Horsing around and not work on the project.


Doing something other than the project.

These infractions will result in the loss of 5 points from that individual’s grade.

Students will be immediately notified when an infraction occurs.
