Behavior Management Plan 

Physical Education Program 

Futral Road Elementary School

All students who attend physical education are expected to follow the physical educaiton expectations.  In the event that a student does not meet these expectations the following action steps will be taken starting at the top and working down as the behavior continues.  Any student that finds him/her self in reflection zone II or III will be in risk of receiving a needs improvement or unsatisfactory grade for physical education.  

Reminder or Reflection Zone I

The Teacher:
uses hand signals, a look, or spoken words to redirect behavior.
Or
directs student to reflection zone I.  
The Student:
stops the inappropriate behavior when reminded.    
Or
reflects about why they are there and gives the teacher an 
example of appropriate behavior before returning to the activity.
Reflection Zone II

The Teacher:
Directs student to Reflection Zone II and sets a time limit for him/her to reflect on behavior.
Places a behavior mark next to the student’s name.  
The Student:
Remains in the zone until the teacher allows them to rejoin the activity.   
Gives the teacher an example of appropriate behavior.  
Reflection Zone III

The Teacher:  
Directs student to Reflection Zone III and sets an extended time limit for him/her to reflect on behavior.
Places a behavior mark next to the student’s name.
The Student:
Completes the age appropriate form found in Zone III and get the following signatures on it:  student, teacher, and parent/guardian.
Office Referal

This will be used only in the event of:
Repeated misbehaviors with in the same class period.  
Defiant behavior.
Disruptive behavior that interferes with student learning and safety.
Fighting.
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
