The stages of pregnancy and birth

November 5, 2002

5th and 6th period

Supervisor Teacher: Coach Veal

What went well?

The organization of the lesson went well.  The students were on task and not acting out.  They paid attention and did what I asked them to do.  They for the most part understood the directions and were able to catch on since I provided them with work sheets with direction on them for each group.  During the presentations the other students were attentive and listened to the others.  I was able to incorporate the models that I borrowed from Dr. Funke by pointing to the appropriate model.  I remember walking around the room to each group to make sure they were on task and did not have any questions.  The group sizes were just right.  Just small enough to were everyone in the group had to do something.

What went poorly?

Students had questions.  Maybe I should have been more explicit with directions.  During the second class two girls that I paired together were apparently tow girls that are according to Coach Veal failing.  When it came time for them to present they passively refused to speak out.  Even when I would ask them questions they would just say “I do not know.”  I had to describe their section because I was not going to waste the classes time and my time to “beat” it out of them.  I had another student that tried that later but I was able to encourage him enough and facilitate him so that he would answer the questions.  Another poor thing that happened was that I think that I would have been more effective is they had longer to research the stages on their own in more detail.

What would I improve or change?

I would get some pictures of each stage that I could post for them to see.  I would also give them some bulletin board paper so they could write their information on and then hang it on the wall this would help the visual learners.  Another thing that I would do would make it into something that they researched rather than me doing the research for them.  

Cost Analysis

November 7, 2002

What went well?

The students were cooperative and paid attention as far as I could see.  They were all attentive while feeling out the cost analysis sheet.  They were eager to correct mistakes and willing to point them out in a nice way.    The lesson ended up being perfect for a 50 minute class period.  I also liked how I did the brainstorm activity.  I liked hearing what everyone had to say one at a time.  I knew that some would try to dominate so I had to figure out some way to rig it so that others had a chance to say something.  I thought that intended effect of the activity went over well with most of the students.  

What went poorly?

I truly do not feel that anything went poorly with this lesson.  The only problem that I really saw was at the end of the lesson some of the students wanted to dominate the discussion.  I tried to give other the chance to say something by asking questions.  I thought that my explanation of how a majority of teenage mothers live in poverty could have been developed and presented a little better.  Maybe I could have supported it with a reference rather than just saying that statement.  I was also having to watch what I was saying about how you should not depend on your parent since I know the mother in the class has parents that do a lot for her.  

What would I improve or change?

I could have easily assigned sections to each of the students so that they could do the research for me.  Maybe I could have done it as a small group assignment to have them figure out the cost on their own rather than me telling them what goes into every step.  That might have taken a little bit longer though.  

Who am I STD game and Myth/Fact game

November 19, 2002

5th and 6th period

What went well?

During the first class period the students were able to successfully finish the “Who am I” paper as groups.  There was only one group that had to make corrections.  This class seemed to actually know the answers.  The Myths/Facts relay went well.  The students were active and moving around.  As we read each card we discussed whether or not it was in the right pile or not.  The class was active listening and responding to the statements.  It was a great opportunity to correct false statements and misconceptions regarding HIV/AIDS.

What went Poorly?

The only thing that I can think of is that there was not enough room to make the relay effective in the sense of it being a game.  Another thing is when we were going over the myths and facts there seemed to be a lot of free discussion at some points and I had to get them to quite down.  Some students did not participate even though everyone had a role with in their group.  This happened mainly in the second class.  The second class had a hard time with the “Who am I” game and it eventually lead to guessing. 

What would I improve or change?

I really liked this lesson and how it went.  It took the whole time and the students were constantly engaged in the activity.  The only thing that I would change for this lesson is to rearrange the classroom so that it is set up for the relay and groups rather than having to tell the students where to move their desks.  This took up some time that could have been used to conclude the activities.   

Overall Self Evaluation

November 21, 2002

What went well?

All the students were engaged and participating.  Especially compared to how they were during the observation week.  They did not look bored and they were actively listening rather than working on work for another classroom.  Every day I was there the classes were always asking what are we going to do today?  They seemed to enjoy the activities and were actually learning something.  I really liked giving them name cards so that I could identify them by their name rather than having to point and say generic things to let them know it was their turn.  The students enjoyed the activities that I prepared for them and were eager to participate.

What went poorly?

Well, to be honest the classes got a little loud a couple of times and it would take me a second to get them to quit down.  This was only the case during times when discussion was occurring.  I would like to think that this happened because of how Coach Veal conducts his discussion but he was able to keep them quite for the most part.  Also I would have like to try role playing but I was not sure if the class could handle it.  I feel that it would take some preparation to get them to the level of role playing that is effective.  

What would I improve or change?

I have learned a lot from this experience.  The first thing is that high school is not that bad.  I mainly focused on content knowledge rather than going into other life skills.  If I could do this again I would try other things like I mentioned above. The second thing is that I could successfully teach a unit on human sexuality.  The third thing is that I really like teaching health.  I can not wait until I am a teacher.  I look forward to the years to come.
