What was the design process, what were the roles of the design, and how did teaching 


and learning theory enter into the design process?


Move beyond textbook; determine key content areas.  


Develop outcomes for each section to be covered, activities students would complete online and in class.  


What do you want students to be able to do as a result of the instruction?  


Dr. Campbell served as the content expert; Dr. Grubb offered guidance in the use of WebCT and being reflective about teaching and learning.





Student and Teacher Process
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What process did the student and teacher go through from the beginning to the end of the course?


Initial reaction about the class and how it was set up.


The teacher guided the learning process rather than lecturing.  


Design of course was to provide physical education students with hands on opportunities of how to find information regarding adapted physical education utilizing a self inquiry method using WebCT and the internet


Utilization of material beyond the classroom.





Communication Process
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How was the tool of communication between the teacher/student and student/student utilized?


Face-to-face sessions included facilitated group discussions that were enhanced by completed assignments. WebCT provided access to information that prepared students for class discussions.


Posting public discussions of all assignments and activities and posting questions and concerns in public and private areas of WebCT increased communication among the students and the teacher.


All of these resources enhanced the students ability to communicate what they knew, what the wanted to know, and what they learned regarding the subject of discussion. 





Assessment Process
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How did the student’s show they were learning and how did the teacher assess their learning?


Each activity contained a conclusion called “Reflection” where students answered:  What did you learn from this event that relates to adapted physical activity? What did you do well in this lesson? What did you have difficulty with in this lesson?   


Quizzes were given to check for personal assessment. 


Real life peer and student teaching took place.


Evaluations of written assignments were done by peers and the teacher


Anonymous one minute reaction papers (pros and cons of class)


Final evaluation called student assessment of learning gains.








Conclusion
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What did the student and the teacher learn from the course?


Non-traditional approach to teaching enriched the thought process of our future educators. 


Utilizing advanced technology will allow teachers to enhance their ability and discover other methods of learning.  


Not only will this enrich our future educators it will enrich the future students they teach.
