Objectives:  

Upon completion of the class students will be able to: 

· Develop and maintain a web page.
· Insert a picture on a web page.

· Insert and modify text on a web page.

· Insert a link to a word document on a web page.

· Insert a link to a URL on a web page.

· Insert a link to another web page they designed.

· Insert an email link on a web page.

· Design a web page that is creative, organized, and reflects themselves in a professional manner.

Materials:  
Computer with Internet capabilities for each student, Website checklist, Geocities Tutorial printed out for the teacher, website rubric for evaluation.
Procedures:  

Introduction:  10 minutes

The purpose of having a website is to promote your self to prospective employers.  What you learn today in class can be easily applied to setting up a website for your own PE Program.

When building a website the first thing you must do is consider the audience.  Our audience will be prospective employers.  This will determine what goes on your website.  For the purpose of the class you web site should include the following: 


Resume


Link to your Curriculum Vitae


Link to your Biographical Sketch


Link to a Sample Lesson Plan


Picture of Yourself


Email Link


Three links to professional websites (.org site)

Only discuss with the class the types of documents you plan to put on there.  Like Text, Pictures, Links to web pages, email links, backgrounds, etc.

Getting Started:  5 minutes

Step One:  Setting up a Geocities website.

Go to http://www.geocities.com
If you have a yahoo email account log on using your email userid and password.

If you do not have an email account with yahoo set up one.  www.mail.yahoo.com
Page Builder Tutorial: 30 minutes

Have the students Launch Page Builder Tutorial and begin the tutorial

Go through each step with the students.  A printed version of the tutorial is included with this lesson plan.

Add on’s:  10 minutes

Once the class has completed the tutorial show them any other features that are possible.  

Getting pictures from the web

Have students find a free clip art website that they like or a site that has a picture that they like.

Have them follow the following steps.

Step 1:  Right click the picture.

Step 2:  Select – “Save Picture As” or “Save Image As”

Step 3:  Save in:  A: drive, on Desktop, or in My Documents (up to the student)

Step 4:  Name picture if want to.

Step 5:  Click on “Save”

To add this picture to the webpage follow the following steps: (If time does not permit go over it in the next class.)
Step 1:  Click the Pictures Icon on the tool bar of Yahoo PageBuilder.

Step 2:  Click “Upload”

Step 3:  Browse

Step 4:  Look in:  (the folder or area you put the picture)

Step 5:  Highlight the picture you want
Step 6:  Click “Open”

Step 7:  Click “Upload”

Step 8:  Click “OK”

Conclusion 5 minutes
Pass out the webpage checklist and go over it.  If class is longer than 60 minutes allow the student s time to work on their site and play around with it.  Otherwise let them work on it the next day in class and be there to help or do as home work.  
I would give them 2 hours after the formal instruction to work on their site.

3 hours for one day or 3 one hour class sessions.

Evaluation

Teacher will evaluate the student’s website to check for understanding and determine if objectives were met.  A rubric and checklist will be used to determine the grade for the project.
