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· A Biography of Isaac Newton                

   Isaac Newton was born on Christmas Day 1642, so tiny and weak that no one thought he would live. His father died before he was born. In 1654, Isaac’s mother married an old clergyman. Isaac stayed with his grandmother at Woolsthorpe Manor.

   In 1652, Isaac’s stepfather died, leaving Isaac two hundred of his books. His mother back to Woolsthorpe, bringing her other three children with her. In 1654, Isaac left home for grammar school. He built amazing models, made sundials and learnt Latin.

   In 1658, Isaac’s mother took him away from school to learn how to run the farm. His uncle persuaded her to let him return to school. In 1660, Isaac began studying at Trinity College, Cambridge becoming a fellow and, at the age of twenty-six, Professor of Mathematics.

   During 1665 to 1667, because of the Great Plague, Isaac left Cambridge for nearly two years, returning for three months in 1666. Some of his most important thinking happened while he stayed at Woolsthorpe. In 1672, Isaac told the Royal Society in London his discoveries about colour and light. His fame as a scientist began. Isaac Newton died on 20 March 1727 in London. He was eighty-four years old.
