Animal Adaptations


I learned that animal fleas are the greatest high jumpers.  Adult fleas are tiny, blood-drinking insects.  They are so good that all the jumping is the only mode of locomotion they need to get onto passing hosts for a blood meal.  Each type of the flea generally prefer the blood of one group of animals.


I also know that leeches are also blood-suckers.  When people are attached by a leech, they only notice the attack, after the parasite has fallen off from them.  Leeches have three cutting blades at the anterior sucker to slice through the skins.


Headlice is another group of blood-suckers.  They prefer living on dirty hair.  They cannot be removed by combing or washing with normal shampoos because they cling very tightly onto the hair using the claws on their front legs.


Dung eaters are one of the most useful but least appreciated animals.  They clean up our environment by feeding on the dung produced by vertebrates.
