Organize and Connect the Specific Evidence.  

Two common methods of organizing evidence are chronological order and emphatic order.  

Chronological order refers to time, so the details are listed as they occur in time.  Emphatic order refers to emphasis.  You choose this order in order to emphasis something.  Your book describes it as "save the best for last."

To connect your paragraphs, you need to use transitions.  Transitions are signals to the reader.  You use transitions in paragraphs to make them coherent; you can also repeat key terms, and use pronouns--make sure that the noun that they are modifying is clear, and you can use synonyms.  

You also want to use transitional sentences to tie your paragraphs together so your whole essay is coherent.  Your transitional sentences or linking sentence can use transitional words and phrases, key words from your thesis, along with a key word from the previous paragraph and the point to be developed in the new paragraph.
