The Basics

Noun—person, place, thing, or concept.

Pronouns—take the place of a noun or noun phrase.  

Verbs—they denote action or a state of being.

Adjectives—modify nouns; they describe, point to, or tell the quantity of nouns.

Adverbs—modify verbs, adverbs, adjectives or clauses.  They usually end in –ly, but some do not.

Conjunctions—connecting word that hook up words, phrases and clauses.  

Coordinating conjunctions hook up two words, two clauses, and two phrases.  They show equal relationships between the words, phrases and clauses. FANBOYS are coordinating conjunctions.  FANBOYS stands for For, And, Nor, But, Or, Yet, So. 

Subordinating conjunctions connect a dependant clause to an independent clause and indicate a specific relationship. 

Prepositions—give information on a noun or a pronoun, for example, they tell location or give other information.

Interjections!—express emotions!  They are not used frequently in academic writing.
