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Computer- an electronic device, operating under the control of instructions stored in its own memory, that can accept data (input), process the data according to specified rules (process), produce results (output), and store the results (storage) for future use.

Information Processing Cycle- comprised of input, process, output, and storage; collectively, they change data into information and store it for future use.
Data- a collection of unprocessed items, which can include text, numbers, images, audio, and video.

Information- conveys meaning and is useful to one or more people.

System Unit- the processor, memory, and storage devices are housed in this box-like case.

RAM- consists of electronic components that temporarily store instructions waiting to be executed by the processor data needed by those instructions and the results of processed data (information).
MB+GB- amounts of memory.
