Age of Imperialism Newspaper In-Class Activity

You have been hired as a reporter and editor, for a newspaper during the Age of Imperialism.  Your job, is to report on the causes, course, and consequences of Imperialism.  Each newspaper group will consist of several reporters, and one editor.  A total team effort will be required for each to successfully “publish” their newspaper.

REPORTER:   The reporter’s main job will be to contribute at least two (3) well researched, and well written articles to the newspaper.  .

EDITOR:  The editor’s ultimate responsibility is to make sure the newspaper is completed on time!  The editor is also responsible for proofreading and editing his/her stories in content, spelling, and grammar.

STORIES:  Stories should be written in straightforward news like fashion.  They should be objective, yet show a perspective of the colonized people.  Each story needs to be between 1 and 2 pages long, handwritten (though they must be typed for the paper itself).  What stories are to be covered is the decision of the reporters, and ultimately, the editor.  They must however deal with events that occurred during New Imperialism. Possible subjects would include, but are not limited to the following;


- Opium War


- Taiping Rebellion


- Boxer Rebellion


- Open Door Policy


- Sepoy Rebellion

- Indian Nationalism


- Crimean War


- Spanish American War


-Meiji Restoration

- Russo-Japanese War


-Panama Canal


- Suez Canal

In addition, each newspaper will be required to have one editorial and one personal profile of a major player in W.W.II.  The editorial can be about any subject pertaining to W.W.II, but should be on a controversial subject (an editorial in favor of the US going to war after Pearl Harbor would be Considered weak).  Possible personal profiles could include, but are not limited to, the following;
