Democracy Book Project

Materials:  6 sheets of unlined paper, folded in half.  You may work on this with a partner.

1.  Cover:

The cover should have a title for your book. The title should be something telling that this book is about Democracy. It should have some kind of cover art, and both partners' names.

2.  Inside Front Cover:


--Top 1/2 page should have the title, "Why Democracy is important to me, by (Author #1)"  Describe the reasons.


--Bottom 1/2 page should be titled, ""Why Democracy is important to me, by (Author #2)"  Describe the reasons. 

3.  Pages 1-20, the Democratic Ideals and Documents:


Each of the 20 people or documents should have its own page.  

The page should have a title. What do they say about the role of government?  What do they say about what government should do?  What do they say that the people should do?   A color picture, representing the person’s/document’s idea should be drawn, all of which covers the page.   (see whiteboard)

THIS MUST BE DONE IN YOUR OWN WORDS.

4.  Inside Back Cover:


Author #1 should give her/his opinion of why everyone should have a chance to live in a democracy.

5.  Back Cover:


Same as above for Author #2.

6.  3 Staples will go into folded edge, about 1/4 inch in, so leave room at that edge for the pictures.

====> Remember, if you split the pages to work on them, make sure you fold them and number the pages first, so your pages happen in the right order.  Example: Pages 1 & 2 and 19 & 20 are on the same page when folded. 

====> The cover has no page numbers.
