Fascism Book Project

Due _______
You are to design a book, which shows the elements of Fascism, the ideology of Hitler and Mussolini.  The book will contain pictures of each element, as well as personal commentary about each element, and Fascism as a whole.  By doing this book, you will gain an understanding of Fascism, making your own opinions about the topic.

Materials:  5 sheets of unlined paper, folded in half.  

1.  Cover:
The cover should have a title for your book.  The title should be something similar to, "Fascism: Good or Bad??"  It should have some kind of cover art, and your name.

2.  Inside Front Cover:  (You will do this after we discuss it in class.)
--Top 1/2 page should have the title, "Reasons Fascists Gained Power in Germany and Italy."  Describe the reasons.  

--Bottom 1/2 page should be titled, "Political Policies of Fascists in Germany and Italy."  Describe some of the political changes the Fascists made. 

3.  Pages 1-16, the Elements of Fascism: (Found on the back of this page)
Each of the 16 elements should have its own page.  The element should be written at the top. A color picture of the element should be drawn, covering the middle 2/3 of the page.  The remaining 1/3 page should be your opinion about whether the element was a good idea or bad idea, and why the two of you made that decision.

4.  3 Staples will go into folded edge, about 1/4 inch in, so leave room at that edge of the pictures.

5.  Inside Back Cover:
Give your opinion of why Fascism is/isn't a good idea, and why.  Must be at least 3/4 page, in normal sized handwriting. (SDAIE ½ page)

6.  Outside Back Cover:
Write at least ½ page trying to convince someone who just picked this book up off the shelf to buy your book.  You can give a brief outline of what is inside.  Talk about the importance of the information.  Try to persuade the buyer that the book is worthwhile.

====> The cover, inside and out, front and back, has no page numbers.

Facts of Fascism (FASHism)

The following information was taken from the US government report on Fascism in 1947.

Fascism is or has:

1. One ruler in total control, supported by a small, rich, ruling class.

2. Education and thought control are used to control the minds of the people.

3. Fascists are always looking for ways to build an empire, by looking to take land from others.

4. The economy favors big business.

5. The economy allows the small ruling class to build huge personal fortunes.

6. The country spends huge amounts of money on the military.

7. People do not have freedom to work where they want.

8. Goods and services cannot move freely.

9. There is no competition among businesses.

10. Unions are not allowed.

11. Agriculture is developed so that the country is self-sufficient.

12. The transportation system is developed.

13. The standard of living improves.

14. Free time is supervised by the state (government).

15. Religion is attacked when it preaches loyalty to anyone or anything before the state and/or the leader.

16. Secret police use fear to control freedom.
