French Revolution Picture Book

Your Assignment:  To understand the events of the French Revolution we will be completing an in class simulation of the actual revolution.  While doing this in class you will be making a children’s picture book of the events of the French Revolution.  You will be drawing at least 9 scenes with a narrative description of what’s happening in your scene.  That means you will be drawing 9 scenes and writing about 1 paragraph to describe your drawing.  The purpose of this assignment is to simplify the major events of the revolution so that an 8-10 year old would be able to understand the sequence of the French Revolution. 
This assignment is worth 50 points and your grade will be based on the following criteria:  
1. Creativity in the drawings and design of your book, 
2. neatness assignment, 

3. historical accuracy in the information, 

4. good organization of scenes to describe the events

5. descriptions follow all the rules of grammar and composition
