Supreme Court Case Bumper Sticker

Each individual will be assigned a specific case to research.  Students are required to find:

1.  Facts of the Case 

2. The Constitutional Arguments in the Case and 

3.  The Precedent set by the Case.

Students are then to speculate on whether they believed this case to be an act of: 

4.  Judicial Activism or Restraint and 

5.  Strict or Loose Constructionism

After finding your information each students will create a colorful catchy bumper sticker of their assigned case.  This should be a 1-2 student catchy phrase that goes to the essence of the precedent of the case.  Students will try to match your bumper sticker to the case, so do not put the name of your case in your bumper sticker.
