Scenario:

You and a group of your peers (of about 100) have left for a class trip to Hawaii.  On your way, the plane had unexplained difficulties, forcing you to crash on a deserted island in the Pacific Ocean.  You have no idea if or when you will be rescued.  Your assignment is to discuss how you intend to survive on this Island.  You must also decide how you will govern yourself; including what rules you will need to live peacefully among your group.

Details of the Assignment:

1.  Design a map of your deserted island.  It must include the following:

A. A Title:  name your island.

B. A Flag:  give your island a creative flag.

C. Geographic Features:  your map should include terrain of the island

D. Color:  neatness and completeness are very important

2.  As a group, make a list of all the rules that you think will be necessary to successfully operate your new    

     community.  This list must be neat and legible.

3.  Refine your rule list to the five most important rules.  Explain why you chose each of these rules.  Be very 

      specific.

4.  Make a list of punishments for breaking these rules.

5.  How will your community decide if anyone is guilty of breaking these rules?

6.  Decide how major decisions that affect the whole island will be made (i.e. one person decides, a group 

     decides, everyone votes).  Be specific as to how decisions will be made and decision makers will be chosen.

7.  Make a list of 5 rights that you believe are important for everyone on your island to have.  Why is it 

     important to have these rights?

8.  How will you make rules in the future and who will make them?

9.  Oral Presentation:  Each member must participate in the oral presentation.  The presentation should include 

      an explanation of the map, what laws you made and why, punishments for breaking laws, rights of island      

      inhabitants and how decisions were made.
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
