Mentmore Lead Routes

Listed West to East by Area

1. Mr. Moto-5.8.  Jagged crack route next to the road, near the barbed wire.  GearFA Pat E.

2. Leaning Slab-5.3 to 5.4. Big slab boulder leaning just West of ‘Jabba the Hut’ formation.  Desperate FA solo by Mike L.

Jabba the Hut – Big double bulge just East of the ‘Mayan Rock’.  Boulder problems, but no lead routes to date

Slab wall – Just East of ‘Jabba the Hut’
3. Roof  to Nowhere-project.  Shallow arete up to serious top-out roof, on far West side of wall. TR only.

4. Pat’s Project-project.  7 feet right of #3, up a pocketed face to steep finish.  TR only

5. Don’s kid’s route – 5.8.  Bolted line on slabby face; when IS he going to send it!

The Swallow Wall – Tall steep wall behind the slabby monolith in the middle of the crag; it also has swallow nests up high.

6. Unnamed 10d ish TR.  Face 3 meters West of prominent dihedral/crack on the brown smooth headwall.

7. Unnamed-10b/c.  Prominent crack that exits left of the roof.  Not done ground up. Gear FA (pre-protected)K.H.

8. Death to Swallows – 11ish project.  Shoots through the poor defensless swallow community.

9. Muy Enfermo – 10c.  Seven clips in the middle of the swallow wall.  If you don’t speak Spanish, it means ‘large cheesy burrito’. Bolts Tall friendly.  FA M. L.

The Bivi Wall – Just East of ‘The Swallow Wall’; its got ledges you could sleep on.

10. Project – 11d ish.  TR just East of  Western-most arete.  Stay off.

Benny Silva Wall – its got his name and portrait emblazoned in the middle.
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Fetis Envy – 5.8.  Off-width in West corner of wall.  Almost anything can be envied. Gear FA M. L.  3/98

12. Razors from Heaven – 10d.  Six feet East of Fetis.  Hold on tight, and the manna will come. Bolts  FA   Michael L.  5/98.

13. Joe’s Crack – 5.8.  Prominent hand crack in the center of the wall.  This crack has the reputation of being dirty.  Gear FA  Craig the Dickhead.

14. Unnamed – 5.8.  20 feet East of Joes crack is a shallow dihedral.  Top  rope anchors on top.

15.  Unnamed Buttress Route – 5.8.  Just as the wall turns the East corner, look for a line of 5 bolts.  FA  Don’s son.

Health Wall – Rather long, straight wall at the Eastern end of the crag, just East of the ‘Benny Silva’ wall.

16. May Cause Health Problems – 10a.  Finger crack in the corner, on the West end. Gear. This route victim of the biggest grade scandals to hit Gallup.  FA Michael L.  Summer of 97.

17. Not Suitable for Pregnant Women – 11a.  Bolt line 10 ft. East of ‘Health Problems’.  If you take a big fall on this one, your doing something wrong.  FA   Pat E.

18. The Inner Sanctum – 10a.  Six-bolt line West of the obvious ‘Why Crack’.  You too, may find that Inner peace.  FA  Michael L.

19. The Why Crack – 5.7 b/c.  Jumbly hand crack at the Eastern end of the wall.  The first route done at this crag; in sub-freezing weather. Gear.  Avoid Hantavirus droppings!  FA Michael L.  Winter of 97.

20. Phalanx – 10a.  Splitter finger crack at the East end of the wall.  This FA wrongfully stolen by one of low morals.  FA  Craig the Dickhead.

21. Project.  15 ft. East of Phalanx.  Stay off or evil spirits will haunt you forever.  Bolts.

22. Piled High – 5.9+.  Runout roof/crack just East of 21.  Hard start, scary finish.  FA  Michael L.  5/98

Mentmore Boulder Problems

Listed West to East by Area

Pat’s Cave – Westernmost end of escarpment, it was a slab, until Pat ‘brushed it out’.

1. Fatman in a Blender V3.  Climb out from horn in cave, using only features left of the crack.  FA  Michael L.  4/98.

2. Crack N’ Up V1+.  Climb out the crack, using only the right cave features.  FA Scott.  4/98.

3. Cruisin’ V2.  Follow rail out right side of cave, and turn the roof at the buttress.  FA  Pat E.  4/98

4. R & R V2+.  Stay on low rail on right side of cave, and exit when you must.  FA  Pat E.  5/98.

Mayan Rock – Mono-boulder with slab face; adjacent to the road.

5. Flakes of Wrath V1.  Westernmost problem next to barbed wire.  A good warm-up, if you don’t mind the death flake finish.  No second yet.  FA  Michael L.  4/98.

6. Rattle Rattle V3+.  Three feet East of ‘Flakes”.  If you like em’ small, this is your route.  FA  Michael L. 5/98.

7. Pimpers Delight V2 or V3.  Just West of the low flake, choose either the sloper V3 crux hold, or the positive V2 hold to the right. V3 not seconded.   FA  Michael L. 5/98.

8. Right On V1.  Moves right from low flake.  FA Pat E.

9. Up the Corner V0+.  Stay on the corner.  FA Scott.

Jabba the Hut – The big double bulge near ‘Mayan Rock’.
