ASSIGNMENT BRIEF
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Pick-a-Flick is a local cinema, established in 1960 they have since 1972 specialised in showing cult films to a selective audience. Pick-a-Flick has built up a discerning membership base by being small enough to give the membership the feeling that they are valued and yet large enough to be able to cater for all categories of cult film members. As a family owned and run business there has been little need to modernise. 

On Monday evenings they show Sci-Fi films, on Tuesday comedies, Wednesdays horror, Thursday romance, Friday thrillers, Saturday war, Sunday adult. For many years this formula of showing only the best cult films in a variety of different categories has meant that they have had to change little in order to remain in profit.

Once a month they have a Film Feast, Friday night to Sunday night 48 hours of the best of the best movies in a particular category.  Letters for Pick-a-Flick’s Cinema Club Film Feast are typed out on headed paper and photocopied then sent out to members via normal post.

However recently with the opening of a new multiplex cinema in a nearby town Pick-a-Flick has had difficulty keeping hold of its membership. They have reluctantly decided they will have to modernise and adopt new strategies. They intend to re-model the interior and install 4 new screens. Three of the screens will show the latest blockbuster releases and the fourth screen will continue to show cult films. 

Pick-a-Flick now want to be able to use a computer to produce the letters to be sent out to the cinema club members telling them of the forthcoming weekend film feasts. They want to create an Internet site to publicise themselves. They have no experience of using computers and know little about what they will require. They have therefore contacted a firm of Computer Consultants called `Blue Ice Computer Solutions Ltd`. 

You are a consultant working for `Blue Ice` and have been contracted to provide Pick-a-Flick with all that they require to establish a working system configured to meet their needs. They will need only one computer and they do not want to spend any more money than is necessary. On the following pages you will be given details of the reports and tasks required.
