On July 13 1965 the mariner 4 space probe sent back photos that proved that the was no canals or flowing water.   

 In July of 1965, Mariner 4, transmitted 22 close-up pictures of Mars. All that was revealed was a surface containing many craters and naturally occurring channels but no evidence of artificial canals or flowing water.
On September 1976 Viking 1 and 2 touched down on mars and
Found chemical changes in the soil but no evidence of water

Electronic devices found no sign of organic chemistry at either landing site.
 The devices provide a precise analysis of the Mars atmosphere.
