Logbook signed by Instructor stating the following (I certify that flight times flown in “Flight Star” registration C-IFSU are certified true and correct from 4th September 2001 to 28th November 2001 (…….instructors Signature and License number……..)

Three (3) photo copies of your Birth Certificate each with (signed “certified true copy of origional”) written on them.

 Statement Of Assurance for Student Pilot Permit Ultralight aeroplane signed by “Ultralight Instructor/license number” This letter or “Statement of assurance” states you have passed the pre-solo examination. 

Complete parts A and B of the Transport Canada Category 4 Medical form, photocopy this and leave one copy within your SportFlight file. The origional will be placed within your file at Transport Canada.

One (1) Transport Canada Student Pilot Permit application form. This is made up of 3 pages the white top page will be your Student Pilot Permit, the second yellow page will remain in your SportFlight File,the third pink page will be posted to Transport Canada.

Requirements to sit and write the Transport Canada Ultra examination are as follows:
Origional of your Category 4 Medical Certificate as above.

Statement of Competency (letter) for Pilot Permit Ultralight aeroplane signed by Ultralight Instructor.

Application fee 35 canadian dollars.

Log Book as above “must have completed at least 75% of flight time requirements”.

Birth Certificate / Passport.

Requirements for the issue of your Pilot Permit Ultralight Aeroplane

Statement of Competency for Pilot Permit Ultralight Aeroplane signed by Ultralight Instructor.

Your written  test results “Ultra examination” from Transport Canada.

Completed Transport Canada (Application for Flight Crew Permits / Licences) signed by Authorized Person.
