Good job on getting this one right.  A alternating-possession throw-in ends when the throw-in ends (a person touches a throw-in on the court) or when the throw-in team violates (not fouls).  If either team fouls during an alternating-possession throw-in, it does not cause the throw-in team to lose the possession arrow.  You are on your way to being a good official.
