Bill of Rights

Objectives:

 The students will:

1. understand how the Bill of Rights came about

2. understand how the Bill of Rights impacts them as individuals and society as a whole

3. interpret court cases using the Bill of Rights

4. examine the Patriot Act of 2001 and apply it to the Bill of Rights

Whole class: After completing a study of the Bill of Rights, the teacher will lead a discussion about what they learned.  Students will view the “Schoolhouse Rock” video and answer questions.
Level 1

1. Students will gather background information and create a flow chart telling how the Bill of Rights was created, why and by whom

Level 2

1. Students will write a journal story about “How the Bill of Rights impacts everyday life”

Level 3

1. Students will apply the Bill of Rights to the Patriot Act of 2001.  They will tell how the Patriot changed some of our rights and why.  

2. Students will give pros and cons for the Patriot Act.

Whole class culminating activity

1. Students will work in their groups to “teach” the class about their activities.
2. Students will discuss what each team presented.

3. All groups will interpret and analyze some court cases and then discuss them with the class.
