Differentiated Lesson 
History/Social Studies
Objectives: Students are to research a United States President and choose an end activity product.

Strategy: cubing/independent project

Differentiate what? Product

Differentiate how? Interest

Materials: research materials, Internet, paper, markers, crayons, rulers, etc.

Procedure:

1. Students will draw a President’s name out of a box to research.

2. Students will roll the cube to determine what project they will do.  If they don’t like their first roll, they may take only one other roll.

3. Students are to research their president by using the available materials.  

4. Students will complete the assignment by a specified date.

5. Students will present their projects and give a mini-lecture on their president.

6. Students will be graded on their product and presentation.

Cube Choices

Side 1- Write a 2-page report about your president’s life.  Make up a 10- question quiz to go along with your report.  Include an answer key.

Side 2- Pretend you are going to interview your president.  Make up a question sheet based on information you found in your research.  Include the answers the president would give.  You should have a minimum of 15 questions.  For example:  “Mr. Carter, where were you born?”  Plains, Georgia.

Side 3- Make a word puzzle of important events, people, and occurrences that happened during your president’s life.  You should have at least 20 facts represented by words in the puzzle.

Side 4- Make a brochure about your president.  Include at least 10 important facts about your president and a picture.

Side 5- Make a book about your president’s life and illustrate it. Include childhood, teenage years as well as years as president.

Cube 6- Create a timeline of events: personal, historical, social, etc. about your president.  It must have at least 15 facts.  Add pictures and make it colorful and creative.  

I like to give them free choices at times so one of the cubes can say “Your Choice.”  They can make up any activity but it must meet with my approval.
