Georgia History
Removal of Native Americans

Objective: After completing a unit on the Native Americans in Georgia and the Southeast, students will select an activity to present to the class.

Activity 1

1. Using Encarta, look up “Cherokee”.  Answer the questions from the teacher.  You may save the answers in a Word document.

2. Print out answers to turn in.

3. If you have time, you may listen to the music CD with Native American chants

Activity 2

1. After reading about the life of the Native Americans, write what you think their relationship was with the White man.

2. Using magazines, paper, glue, etc. make a collage depicting the relationship.

Activity 3

1. Write about the “Trail of Tears”.

2. Use a map showing the Trail of Tears to see the path the Native Americans made.

3. Using cutouts of the states, glue them together on paper.  Label the states.

4. Draw the path of the Trail of Tears on your map.

Activity 4

1. After reading about the removal of the Creek Indians, make up 10 questions about them.
2. Using the “magic window” directions, create a window to put your question into.
3. Write a question at the top of each paper so it can be read ABOVE the “magic window”.

4. Make multiple choice answers for each question.  Write these on your paper so they can be read through the window.  Highlight the correct answer with the same color as the magic window so it won’t be seen through the window.

5. Now you can play the “Magic Window” game.

Activity 5

1. Create a PowerPoint presentation about the removal of the Native Americans.

2. The PowerPoint must have 10 facts.  Make the slides colorful and creative.

3. Save the PowerPoint to a disk to present to the class.

Encarta Questions

1. What tribes lived in Georgia? (Cusabo, Hichiti, Chiaha, Tamathli, Yamasee, Guale)
2. What happened to the Cherokee in 1715 that was devastating? (Smallpox)
3.  During the American Revolution, which side did the Cherokee support? (Great Britian)
4. What made the Cherokee one of the Five Civilized tribes? (governmental system based on US system)

5. What discovery made the Georgia government confiscate Cherokee lands? (gold)

6. What punishment was used for any Cherokee who sold Cherokee land? (death)

7. In 1838, the Cherokee were forced to march west to Oklahoma.  What was the march called? Why? (Trail of Tears because so many died along the way)

8. Out of 20,000 people, how many died on this march? (4,000)

9. What were the reasons people died on the Trail of Tears? (hunger, disease, exposure)

10. About how many Cherokee escaped and started over in North Carolina? (1000)

11. Who was the Cherokee chief at the time? (John Ross)

12. What did Sequoyah do for the Cherokee? (developed a written language)

13. What was the Cherokee Phoenix? (first Native American newspaper)
