Objectives:  The students will read the book, Holes and will:

1. summarize and paraphrase chapters from the story

2. identify messages and themes

3. explore understanding of new words

4. use the writing process

5. use the eight parts of speech correctly

Whole Class Activities

1. Read the story together

2. Discuss the vocabulary and the genre of the story

3. Discuss and identify strategies for paraphrasing and summarizing text

Level I Activities

1. Complete question and answer cards

2. Illustrate a scene from the story ie. Yellow spotted lizard, God’s thumb

3. Act out a scene from the book

Level II Activities

1. Write a letter to the author telling your impression of the book

2. Make a complete family tree for each of the main characters in the story

Level III Activities

1. Make a game using the story as the theme

2. Write 1-2 pages about what Green Lakes would be like in 50 or 100 years. 

Whole Class Culminating Activities

1. Share the activities with the class

2. Write 1 page about why you would/would not recommend this book to a friend to read
