BUDDY TOURNAMENT RULES FOR
SALEM CANAL, PARVIN’S & LAKE ASSUNPINK

SPONSORED BY CAPE MAY CO. BASSMASTERS

1. The start and finish times may be changed only for safety reasons.

2. Weigh-in will start at tournament end time.

3. There will be a 1 pound per minute late penalty after official tournament end. You will be disqualified after 10 minutes. LATE MEANS NOT BEING WITHIN NORMAL TALKING VOICE DISTANCE OF THE CHECK IN PERSON.

4. All boats must have a working aerated live well or cooler.

5. Only largemouth and smallmouth bass may be weighed in.

6. All bass must be 12 inches in length on Salem Canal (15 inches in length at Assunpink and Parvin’s) Fish will be measured at their longest point. SO IF IT IS CLOSE AND YOU ARE NOT SURE, JUST THROW IT BACK. YOUR SHORT COULD COST YOU WEIGHT.
7. There will be a 1 pound penalty for each short fish, plus loss of the fish. A courtesy board will be provided. (YOU CHECK AND DECIDE IF YOU WANT TO WEIGH THEM)

8. Ties will be broken by number of fish, then largest fish. Lunker tie broken by length. If still tied, pot will be split.

9. There will be an 8 oz penalty for each dead fish.

10. No culling of dead fish. If a fish dies, you must weigh it.

11. Only artificial lures may be used.

12. Only one rod per person may be in the water at any time.

13. Only two anglers per boat.

14. You may not leave your boat to fish or land a fish. No trolling.

15. You must stay at least 100 feet from an anchored boat. Anchored boat must have trolling motor up.

16. Life vests must be worn when gas engine is running. NO EXCEPTIONS

17. All state fish and game laws must be followed. A ticket gets you disqualified.

18. All protest must be made within 10 minutes of the weigh-in finish to the Tournament Director. They will be decided on site before payout.
19. There is a 5 fish per team limit Salem Canal. 19-A: There is a 3 fish limit per team on Lake Assunpink and Parvin’s.

20. You must start to cull when you have reached your tournament limit.
