Section 11: Dealing with Camper Misconduct
11.1 Corporal punishment as a discipline style is not acceptable and will be considered as grounds for immediate dismissal of a camp staff or volunteer.

11.2 If a child is to be sent home, the child will not be released to any person other than a parent or guardian unless the parent/guardian grants permission for the child to be released to another person.  The child will only be released to that person specifically named.

11.3 If a child is caught using the phone without permission, they are to be sent back to their cabin.  If a child is constantly trying to get to the phone then their parents will be notified for possible termination of camp.
11.4 Any camper caught in possession of, or under the influence of drugs or alcohol will be sent home.  If deemed appropriate by the camp staff a meeting may be called with the child’s parents/guardian or social services may be contacted.

11.5 Any camper caught fighting will be sent to their cabin with a warning.  The Director will be called in to speak with the campers involved.  Repeated issues with fighting or if the incident is deemed serious enough, the camper may be sent home.
11.6 Any camper found in possession of other campers’ bag/belongings will be seen by the Camp Director with other possible disciplinary action.

11.7 Any camper who on a consistent basis uses foul language, their parents will be notified with possible dismissal from camp.

11.8 Any camper caught smoking will have their cigarette confiscated along with any lighters/matches and will be placed on probation.  If caught a second time, the child’s parent will be notified and possible dismissal from camp.

11.9 Any camper caught in sexual relations will be sent home immediately, with possible investigation depending on the relationship (as laid down in the sexual harassment policies).
