Section 13: Health and Safety 

It is essential that the camps take every care to maintain high standards for health and safety.  Camps must be in compliance with all provincial and local statutes and regulations.  In addition, there will be specific health and safety issues to which each camp must attend

Basic Health Standards

13.1 Every camp will adhere to the health and safety procedures required by Quebec’s provincial statutes and regulations, and by the relevant Provincial Camping Association (i.e. Association des Camps du Quebec)

13.2 Every camp will keep careful documentation of safety requirements and will self-monitor their compliance with these standards regularly.

13.3 Food preparation and storage procedures will meet provincial and local health regulations.

13.4 Sanitation facilities will meet provincial and local health regulations and will be cleaned daily.

13.5 All sleeping quarters will be equipped with smoke detectors.  The functionality of smoke detectors will be checked at the beginning of each new camp.

13.6 The camp water supply will be tested and approved by the Ministry of Health for the current season before camp opening.

The Camp Health Plan

13.7 Campers must provide the camp with their most recent medical history with their registration
13.8 Camper’s medical records are stored in a secure place and accessible only to appropriate staff.

13.9 Any camper who brings prescription medication to camp must turn in that medication to the camp health personnel.  Medications will be stored and distributed only by authorized camp staff.

13.10 Non-prescription oral medication must be turned in to the camp health personnel, who will determine whether it must be stored in the health office or can be retained by the camper.  Discretion may be exercised by the health staff on the storage of other non-prescription medications.

13.11 If any camper has a life-threatening allergy or serious medical condition, an individual health plan may be created for that camper by the camp health personnel, which would be discussed with the camper’s parents, the camp director, and all camp staff, prior to the child attending.

First Aid Kits

13.12 The camps must maintain adequately supplied first aid kits, which are accessible to camp staff at all times

13.13 First aid kits must be issued to any group engaged in off-site activities

13.14 First aid kits are to be checked and replenished regularly (at least once during each camp session) and always after any use.
