Section 17: Severe Storm Procedures

It is possible in the summer months for a severe thunderstorm to quickly occur.  Although this is not a life-threatening situation, it could become one quickly.

17.1 If a severe storm warning is issued by the local weather bureau, camp staff needs to bring their campers inside to a safe location.

17.2 If a thunderstorm arises while out at the beach the counsellor is to bring the campers back to the camp immediately.

17.3 If a storm happens at night and the campers are frightened, it is important to constantly reassure the campers and if necessary separate a child who alone is frightened and bring that camper to the staff house.
