Section 18: Fire Emergency
Fire evacuation procedures are vital to camp safety.  It is essential that campers during each camp session, have at least one fire drill where they can become familiar with the safe exits and the procedures for assembling in the designated meeting area.  The director needs to ensure that a fire drill is held early in the new camp session.

18.1 In case of fire, the person who notices the fire (flames) is to yell (Fire, Fire, Fire!!!), then call 911 immediately

18.2 All counsellor’s and camp staff are to gather all the campers and meet at the designated location (Haldimand = flag pole, Malbay = Lg. cross in cemetery)

18.3 All counsellors are to do an immediate head count for their campers and inform the camp director that all of their campers are accounted for.
18.4 If a child is missing at no time is anyone to run back into the fire.  The camp director will have a description of the child to give to the police and fire chief.
