Section 19: Medical Procedures 

Sick Camper(s)

It is not unusual for a camper or counsellor to become sick during the camp.

19.1 The sick camper should be seen by a health professional and isolated from the other campers.

19.2 The child’s parents/guardian will be notified by the health personnel

19.3 Only when a doctor gives permission for the camper to return to camp life, can he/she do so.

Camper Injuries

19.4 Treat all injuries as serious- it may be to the camper and his/her parents.

19.5 Counsellors who have a group off site must have a first aid kit with them.

19.6 If the injury is serious, the local police need to be called
19.7 If the camper is taken to the hospital, the health personal are to call the campers parents immediately.

19.8 Is a camper injures themselves at “day camp” the parents are to be notified when they arrive to pick up the child.

19.9 TLC (tender loving care) is the best medicine for minor injuries
