Section 6: Standards for Campers
6.1 No camper will use the phone in either the Kitchen or the Staff House UNLESS a counsellor is with them and they have attained permission from the Director.

6.2 Campers are not allowed to have Discmans, walkmans, MP3 players, personal DVD players, laser pointers, lighters, matches or paint ball guns.  Flashlights are permitted but are not to be used after lights out

6.3 Any camper caught with unauthorized items will have those items confiscated by a camp staff member (with a witness present) and the item will be labelled with the camper’s name and placed in a secure, locked location.  At the end of camp the item will be turned over to the child’s parent/guardian

6.4 All campers will wear both a hat and sunscreen for all daylight hours.  Any camper who does not have either of these items will be provided with them.

6.5 Access to the Kitchen, Staff House, Craft Hut and Storage/Utility buildings is strictly prohibited unless ACCOMPANIED by a camp staff member.

6.6 Any camper caught in possession of, or under the influence of drugs or alcohol will be sent home.  If deemed appropriate by the camp staff a meeting may be called with the child’s parents/guardian or social services may be contacted.

6.7 Campers are NOT allowed to smoke.  If caught their cigarettes and lighter/matches will be confiscated.  If caught a second time the camper will be sent home
6.8 Unless limited by allergies, all campers will eat whatever meal has been prepared.  A camper must eat at least a half portion before requesting a substitute.

6.9 No matter the age, sexual relationships between campers and counsellors or other campers will not be tolerated.
