STANDARDS
Section 1: Mission Statement
The greater Gaspe church is committed to establishing a learning environment that fosters the values of the Gospel, respect, responsibility, excellence and joy. We are responsible for creating a peaceful community where the emotional, spiritual and physical safety of all campers (and staff) is assured. We embrace the statement; "it takes a village to raise a child."
Section 2: Theological Values and Standards
Each camp, whether Malbay or Fort Haldimand has a unique history and culture, representing many different aspects of faith expression in the church. This rich heritage is to be celebrated. It is also important to the integrity of the church as a national body that each camp respect the rich diversity of faith experiences expressed by its members.
2:1      Gaspe camping is rooted in the Gospel of Jesus Christ
2:2      Camp programs should foster an experience of Christian community
2:3      Camp faith development programs should recognize and respect the diversity of spiritual and faith experience among campers and camp staff
2:4      Camp staff and campers will be encouraged to feel free and safe to share their experiences of the sacred.
2:5      High-pressure and/or fear-based conversion tactics are not acceptable at the camps. Section 3: Record Keeping
3:1      Through-out the camping season, the camps must keep on site a registration form for each camper which includes; the camper's name, age, address, home phone number, contact information for parents or guardians, and an alternative emergency contact number. Off-season these records must be kept in a secure location.
3:2      Incident reports of any accidents or injuries which require medical treatment or emergency first aid treatment of campers will be kept in a secure location.
3:3      Each camp will maintain in perpetuity, records of its annual reports, including financial records, for archival purposes.
