Course Goals:

· To enhance the visual concept out of which a painting or drawing develops.

· To bridge the gap between ideas which are verbal, emotional, or perceived and the materials used to give them form.

· To develop the individual student’s technical skills and personal approach/style.

· To strengthen each student’s ability to evaluate art through critiques.

Course Requirments:

· Completion of four paintings or drawings.

· Fulfillment of specific assignment directions concerning the development of subject-matter.

Course Assessments:

For evaluation, the following will be considered for each project:

· Fulfillment of assignment

· Composition

· Creativity

· Technique (handling of medium)

· Effort (daily use of time and accomplishment)

· Intellectual exchange of project-related ideas with the teacher on a regular basis during class time

· Participation in various critiquing activities


For semester grade, the following will also be included:

· Evaluation based on art department rubric

Weight of grades:  Each project will receive five grades weighted equally.  For the semester average, the rubric assessment will carry the weight of one project, therefore five grades.

Art Department Policies:
Do Not:

· Miss class.  Interaction with your teacher is part of your grade.

· Come late or leave early.

· Wander into the other art room or art class.

· Eat or drink in the art room.

· Bring non-art students to class.

· Request supplies (markers, paper, poster board, etc.) for projects for other classes.  

· Enter the art office on your own accord.

Do:

· Respect other students and their artwork.  Interact with one another with sensitivity and a Christian attitude.  

· Respect equipment and the art room, in general.  Stealing and vandalism are grave offenses.

· Use the art room during your open hours but remember to obtain a pass from one of the art teachers.  (There may be some hours when the art room is closed due to class size and/or teacher availability.)

· Spend some time on your artwork after school.  The room is open every day until at least 3:15pm.

· Invite your friends to come to the art room to see your work after school.

· Take advantage of the open studio times when the room is open until 5:00pm and after dinner.  The schedule will be posted.
