	Technical Skills
	Poor craftsmanship.  Little or no attention to detail.  Makes excuses for the way it was done instead of striving for quality characteristics.
	Inconsistent craftsmanship and attention to detail.  Understands what is necessary for quality work but achieves that standard only half the time.


	Strong craftsmanship and attention to detail.  Understands standards of quality and achieves those standards.
	

	Creativity
	Creates the same, old thing.  Typical shapes, colors, subject matter, etc.  Work is predictable, conventional, and/or redundant.
	Some new ideas and processes are explored.
	Work is clearly defined by new ideas and fresh thinking.  
	

	Use of Teachers
	“It’s my piece.  You won’t like it. You seemed too busy to see me, so I just did it myself. I like it and I don’t care what anyone else thinks.”

	Articulation
	“I don’t know. I thought this is what you wanted.  Am I done?”  Doesn’t know how to talk about ideas, design, composition, feelings, etc., or why a piece may or may not be succeeding.
	Some understanding of composition, design, ideas, feelings, etc., but has difficulty finding words to communicate clearly and confidently.
	Communicates clearly and confidently about design, composition, intent, feelings, and process.  Can identify what succeeds and what fails in a given piece of work.
	

	Critiquing Skills
	Little or no interest in sharing ideas about the work of others.  Little ability to facilitate others’ thinking about quality.  Defensive or non-responsive to critique from others.
	Occasional but inconsistent ability to engage in discussion about the quality of others’ work.  Lacks social graces and diplomacy.  May share ideas with a few others, but unwilling to contribute to the progress of the group.  Open to critique, but occasionally defensive or uncomfortable.
	Able and willing to engage in both tactful and insightful conversation about the work of any other student.  Comments contribute to the progress of the group.  Models how to receive such commentary from others.
	

	Effort
	Work is sporadic and progress is slow OR piece is thrown together too quickly.  Little thought or attention is given to the production of a quality piece of work.


	Work progresses daily with consistent evaluation of quality.  Works towards continual improvement.
